MINUTES
NEW BOSTON VILLAGE COUNCIL
October 4, 2016

		
	Regular session of New Boston Village council was called to order at 6:30 p.m. William D. Williams, Jr., Mayor presided over the meeting.  The roll was called with the following members of council being present:  Mr. Fetty, Mr. Patrick, Mr. Payton, Mr. Mills and Mr. Imes. 

	Mr. Mills made a motion to excuse the absent member, Mr. Steele.  Mr. Payton seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 5-0.  

	Pledge of allegiance/silent prayer

Mr. Fetty made a motion to amend the minutes on page one to change “purchased by Mr. Collier from Mr. Cartee “to “purchased from Mr. Collier by Mr. Cartee.”  Mr. Mills seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 5-0.  After the amendment, Mr. Mills made a motion to accept and file the minutes from September 20, 2016.  
Mr. Payton seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 5-0.  

	Reports from citizens or visitors:  Bruce Rape, Strand Associates – gave an updated report of the Phase 4 sewer project. Boar was completed today with the exception of grouting between the concrete pipe and the casing.  They will start cleaning up.  Goal is now to complete piping installation to get out of roadway and get intersection open north of Gallia Street.  In the meantime there will be some messes.   All the digging was done by hand.  
	
	Presenting and acting on petitions:  request from T&T Roofing from street solicitation.  Council discussed the request and after finding out they were not a 501(c)(3) and number of permits have been filled for the year, council, Mr. Fetty made a motion not to allow the solicitation.  Mr. Mills seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 5-0.  

	Reading on communications:  1. Mayor read a letter of resignation from Josh Carver resigning a village police officer effective October 7, 2016.  Mr. Mills made a motion to accept and file the resignation.  Mr. Payton seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 5-0.  2.  OML conference will be held in Columbus on October 26-28th.  Reported any council member wanting to attend just let him know.  
Mr. Payton stated it was a very nice event with lots of vendors also attending.  Mr. Payton also will be the MC on the grand session on Friday morning at the conference.  3.  Presented certificate from the State of Ohio that we have our own building department for non-residential.  Met with Mr. Toole yesterday for over five hours going over how to get everything set up.  Met with Erika from Hollywood Hair who had questions about us taking over her building permits, but since they had already started they had to stay with the state of Ohio.  She seemed to be ok with that and stated Ohio has been moving quicker.  Also talked to Mr. Stanley about the new fish place and Mr. Toole advised him on several items.  

	


Reports of: 

William Williams, Mayor – 1.  Attended the Habitat for Humanity dedication.  Went very well and several in attendance.  2.  This is National Breast Cancer Awareness and shirts are sell are at SOMC and the date to wear shirts is October 14.  3. Condolences sent to the Holbrook and Justice family for losses.  4.  Chasica Wireman from H & R Block and other businesses are holding a Halloween events such as truck or treat, costume judging and teen dance on the lot down by BG Family Foods on October 15 starting at 5:00 p.m.  5.  In the process of hiring Gary McNutt as a new police officer.  He has completed his training.  We had just hired him as dispatcher so now a new dispatcher will be hired.  Chief Williams and he will also be interviewing someone to fill the position as fire fighter.  Hope to have someone by next meeting.  5.  Presented mayor’s court report for September 2016.  Mr. Mills made a motion to accept and file.  Mr. Payton seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 5-0.  

Lana Loper, Clerk – presented report for August 2016.  Mr. Mills made a motion to accept and file the report.  Mr. Imes seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 5-0.  She also reported she had attended an Ohio State Auditor’s training in Athens, Ohio regarding several topics including the new Hinkle System.  

Justin Blume, Legal Counsel – visited Dr. DePugh’s office today and reported their grand opening will be October 19, 2016.   Village need to verify date.   

Steve Hamilton, Village Administrator – 1.  Sinkhole behind 628 Lakeview has been completed and repaired.  2.  Mike Emnett has offered $30,000 for the Riffe building.  Gave Mr. Blume copy of contract for review.  Council discussed other issues in the contract and property taxes.  Counter offer could be made and mayor also thought about the new building department.  
3.  Fixed the south side of Gallia Street where there was a hump in the road and now have moved to the north side. Finishing it up tomorrow.  4.  Paving will soon be done at the tennis courts.  5.  Attended the Strike Force meeting at Community Action.  6.  Applying for Issue 1 money and there is a resolution to read on tonight for approval.  We would be getting about $190,000 in paving and our cost would be about $38,000.  This is a 79/21 split.  7.  Ordered pink ribbon stickers for the village vehicles for breast cancer awareness.  8.  Discussed the problems at the gazebo in Millbrook Park.  Found four needles there and someone has kicked in the back of it.  Council discussed further on how to solve the problems, whether it should be repaired or torn down. Also discussed the possibilities of cameras installed.   9.  Condolences to the Holbrook, Wiley and Justice family.   10.  Mr. Payton asked Mr. Hamilton if a village truck hit a pole at Walmart.  Mr. Hamilton stated yes and repairs are being made.  

 Lori Jordan, Income Tax Director – presented report for September 2016.  Mr. Fetty made a motion to accept and file the report.  Mr. Mills seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 5-0.  

Darrold Clark, Chief of Police – presented report dated September 30, 2016.  Mr. Imes made a motion to accept and file the report.  Mr. Mills seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 5-0.  

John Williams, Fire Chief – reported he would hopefully bring in another new hire at the next meeting to replace Logan Copley.

Jon Mills, Finance and Wages – gave a report from meeting held on September 27, 2016 – see attached.  Mayor and council discussed appropriating money to take care of the HVAC problem at the safety building.  The ordinance tonight could be amended to include those appropriations.  Mr. Fetty made a motion to accept and file the report.  Mr. Payton seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 5-0.

A resolution was read authorizing an advance from the Capital Improvement Fund and declaring an emergency.  Mr. Mills moved the rules requiring an ordinance or resolution of a general or permanent nature involving the expenditure of money be read on three separate dates be suspended.  Mr. Patrick seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 5-0.  Mr. Mill made a motion to adopt Resolution 18-2016.  Mr. Patrick seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 5.  

An ordinance was read transferring appropriating amounts in various funds of the Village of New Boston and declaring an emergency.  Mayor Williams reported an additional $1,700 would need to be added for repairs to safety building new light and $21, 000 out of Capital Fund to pay for the HVAC in the safety building.  Mr. Mills made a motion to amend the ordinance to include these items.  Mr. Patrick seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 5-0.  Mr. Mills moved the rules requiring an ordinance or resolution of a general or permanent nature involving the expenditure of money be read on three separate dates be suspended.  Mr. Patrick seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 5-0.  Mr. Mills made a motion to adopt Ordinance No. 48- 2016.  Mr. Patrick seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 5.    

A resolution was read authorizing the Village of New Boston to prepare and submit an application to participate in the Ohio Public Works Commission State Capital Improvement and /or Local Transportation Improvement Program(s) and to execute contracts as required; and declaring an emergency. An ordinance was read amending section 921.05 of the codified ordinances of the Village of New Boston.  Mr. Payton made a motion for the second reading, Mr. Imes seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 5-0.  

A resolution was read increasing the court cost in the Mayor’s Court of the Village of New Boston.  Mr. Mills made a motion for the second reading.  Mr. Payton seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 5-0.  

A resolution was read to support the Ohio Department transportation’s state bike routes.  Mr. Mills made a motion for the second reading.  Mr. Patrick seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 5-0.
