MINUTES
NEW BOSTON VILLAGE COUNCIL
January 20, 2015

	
	Regular session of New Boston Village council was called to order at 6:30p.m. James Warren, Jr., President of Council, presided over the meeting.  The roll was called with the following members of council being present:  Mr. Fetty, Mr. Williams, Mr. Payton, Mr. Mills, and Mr. Imes. 

	Mr. Williams made a motion to excuse Mr. Salyers.  Mr. Payton seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Warren declared the motion carried 5-0.

	Pledge of allegiance/silent prayer

	Mr. Millsmade a motion to accept and file the minutes fromJanuary 6, 2015.  
Mr. Williamsseconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Warren declared the motion carried 5-0.

	Reports from visitors:  Mike Bell – On behalf of the Veterans thanked council for the Veteran signs that were posted in the village.  Also thanked Dan and Ralph for being on the committee.  Discussed with council about Smart 911.  They are now using in Columbus and several other cities.  It is a data base where you can register special needs people, elderly, autistic, etc.  This system helps with the 911 system.  Cost would be about $4,000 per year.  They are interested in establishing one in New Boston.  Will get more information back to council later.Also reported Autistic Walk is set for April 25, 2015.

	John Murphy – reported to council he was here to renew contract for Natural Gas with IGS.  Rates are lower than they have been for a long time.  Prices would be 12 mo at .52 per CCF, 24 term at .55 per CCF and 36 mo term for .56 per CCF.  He knew council was concerned with contracts.  We do have contract with the gas and would like to have contract with electric.  He has signed contracts Porter Township, County Commissioners, Sheriff’s office and sanitary engineer.  Rates for electric would be 12 mo term .0598 kil, 24 mo term .0599 and 36 mo .0596.  
Pumps would not be included.  He is here to help save the village money.  Council further discussed the terms and conditions of the cost and the contracts and in the end they agreed they would be interested in the contracts.  He stated he would make sure he let us know when each contract was due to renew.  Mr. Fetty made a motion to bring in an ordinance to renew the contract for natural gas and switch over to IGS for the village electric.  Mr. Imes seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Warren declared the motion carried 5-0.  

	No presenting and acting on petitions:  none

	Reading on communications:  Daymar did submit their 501(c)(3) through the Little League for street solicitation.  

Reports of:

James Warren, Mayor –1.Presented 2014 yearly mayor’s court report.  Mr. Mills made a motion to accept and file the report.  Mr. Fetty seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Warren declared the motion carried 5-0.  Mr. Fetty stated the monies for court was down over $5,000 and ask if we could do anything to collect the fines.  Mayor stated they pay what they can but will try. 2.  Reported SOPA is asking for another $5,000 donation.  They were given $50,000 in the past and $5,000 was given last year.  Mr. Williams stated a finance meeting will be held next month and the committee would have to review to make sure the money is there.  The agreement with them was we would look to see if the funds were available.  He reported last year we stated with over $450,000 and this year we are starting with only over $140,000.  In his opinion he feels the money is not there at this time and would review next month at the finance meeting.  Mr. Blume stated this is what we need to tell the SOPA board.  Mr. Payton stated they owed us $50,000 and seats are appointed by the county commissioners.  Mr. Payton stated his seat was not up until 2017 and Mr. Warren stated his seat was up in November.  Mr. Williams made a motion to draft a letter to SOPA letting them know at this time we cannot make that $5,000 donation and we would review at a later time for consideration.

Lana Loper, Clerk– 1.  Presented report for December 2014 and yearly report for 2014.
Mr. Williams made a motion to accept and file the reports.  Mr. Mills seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Warren declared the motion carried 5-0.  Reported she made sure the hepatitis forms were given to employees.   

Justin Blume, Legal Counsel–trial is on Thursday

Steve Hamilton, Village Administrator –1. Out yesterday doing potholes with Fields Excavating figuring out how deep the water line was.  It was 9 ft. at Finney Street which was good.  At Stewart Street an engineer has to change items in the specs.  2.  Presented MARCS radio information.  3.  Presented report from Mark Snieve.  J&H is still working on Phase I.  EPA is planning a visit.  Phase II has been awarded.  Should be complete in 6-8 weeks.  4.  Stated he was surprised with the renewal of insurance.  We had appropriated $50,000 and the renewal is $53,138.00.  Worked it out where we can make 2 payments – one payment in February and one payment in March.  Mr. Fetty asked if the medical expenses of $5,000 would be sufficient.  Steve stated this is secondary to other insurance.  Also asked about damages to village property.  Steve also stated he would turn it in to their insurance company.  5.  Reported he contacted ODOT regarding our curbs and sidewalks and stated they now will replace curbing and sidewalks.  6.  CORPS wants us to have our pipes videoed this year on the river.  Called Steve Mallard and a rough quote if $15,000 - $20,000.  Mr. Williams stated they would need to come and talk to us because right now we do not have the money.  Also asked about the Eden Park money.  Right now nothing has been received.  Mr. Williams stated New Boston has been hit hard with the floodwall certification and sewer project.  7.  Talked to Statewide regarding a lease with the police cruiser.  The original plan was to pay in full, but with the funds being low, Mr. Williams explained this was the reason for the lease.  Mr. Fetty made a motion to proceed with the lease agreement with Statewide Ford.   Mr. Williams seconded the motion to allow the Village Administrator to proceed with the agreement.  Mr. Mills again reviewed the figures of the contract with Steve and council members.  8.  Reported he would be off the next two days for doctor appointments.  

Theda Aldridge, Income Tax Director –presented information regarding HB 5 regarding uniformity of income taxes.  

Darrold Clark, Chief of Police – 1.  Presented report for January 15, 2015.  Mr. Imes made a motion to accept and file.  Mr. Williams seconded the motion.  All members concurring, 
Mr. Warren declared the motion carried 5-0.  2.  Reported we were awarded grant for body cameras.  This would be for 10 cameras and the village cost would be $663.  Mr. Fetty asked about the cost of the license for data storage & program for each year.  Report showed $1,652.  Council discussed approving the grant.  Mr. Payton made a motion to accept the grant.  Mr. Williams seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 5.

Chris Bender, Fire Chief –stated he would have to update his reports for the state.  Cost would be about $300-$400.

	Reading of Ordinances and Resolutions
An ordinance was read appropriating and transferring amounts in the various funds of the village; and declaring an emergency.  Mr. Williams explained since funds are low we need to transfer from line items instead of appropriating any more.  He reviewed those figures with council.  Reported last year it seemed council was appropriating every meeting.  This year we would not be able to.  After further discussion Mr. Payton moved the rules requiring an ordinance or resolution of a general or permanent nature involving the expenditure of money be read on three separate dates be suspended.  Mr. Mills seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 5.  Mr. Payton moved to adopt Ordinance No. 1-2015.  Mr. Mills seconded the motion. Mr. Salyers – absent

Mr. Fetty–1.  Stated there has been overtime for dispatchers in the last couple months.  Asked Chief Clark if we were short on dispatchers.  Chief Clark stated yes only full time dispatchers are working.  We have no part time.  Mr. Fetty asked if applications are being taken.  Chief Clark stated they are looking.  Further discussion was held regarding expenses of training. 
2.  Asked how the record retention is coming along.  Department heads are still working on each of their own.  3.  Asked Mr. Hamilton if Mr. Duncan has contacted him regarding the catch basin up by Walmart?  Steve stated he has not been contacted.  4.  Presented copy of Ordinance No. 371.06 regarding solicitation.  Discussion was held regarding his suggested revision which includes limiting 4 organizations per year by submitting application no later than March 15, any organization and giving organizations holding 501(c)(3) preference.  Mr. Blume advised council on the law regarding the solicitation.  Council further discussed how they would want to revise this ordinance.  Council suggested Mr. Fetty and Mr. Blume work together to resolve.  

Mr. Payton – 1.  Asked Lana to give Mr. Duzan a call regarding setting up a meeting for our health care renewal.2.  Reported he called Jennifer regarding out website.  She wants updated photos of council, village administrator, solicitor, mayor, clerk, chiefs and departments among other items such as minutes, ordinance, etc.  

Mr. Williams – 1.  Thanked council for being elected president pro tem.  Also thanked everyone for their concerns, prayers cards, etc during the time he was sick.
