Reports of:

James Warren, Mayor – 1.  Reported Mick Sturgill, form Village Administrator has been taken to Columbus for his health problems.  Everyone keep him in your prayers.  2.  Presented mayor’s court report for February 2015.  Mr. Mills made a motion to accept and file the report.  Mr. Fetty seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Warren declared the motion carried 5-0.  3.  Sam Craft took his physical today.  Should have results by next week.

Lana Loper, Clerk – welcomed Mr. Patrick to council.  Presented him with a welcome letter that includes basic information for new council members.  Also gave a copy to council along with new updated codes for the UAN system.  Reported Theda’s mother-in-law had passed away and her funeral was today.  Taking up flower fund money.  Also the mayor reported the viewing for Randy Lytten is this evening and funeral tomorrow.  

Justin Blume, Legal Counsel – trial last week but everything else is quite. 

Mr. Payton entered meeting at 6:40 p.m. 

Steve Hamilton, Village Administrator – 1.  Weather coming in is not good.  Pump station #7 is open and may have to open others due to flooding.  There is still 150 ton of salt at Conley’s and 70 ton here at the village.  There was overtime this past weekend due to the snow and ice.  Guys did a good job.  2.    Presented letter that will be passed out to residents starting tomorrow regarding the ordinance laws concerning trash pickup.  Some trash cans are so huge the men are unable to lift.  Stickers have been ordered for the trash cans.  3.  Stewart Street has been closed but there are still four entrances into the K-mart mall – Finney, Buch, West Avenue and Peebles.  4.  The big salt truck has only 3500 miles on it but we have put from $1,000 to $3,000 per year in it for repairs since 2010.  It is at Glockner’s now getting a computer in it for $1,200.  Smaller truck is doing well.  New garbage truck went down.  May be covered by warranty but repairs will be about $2,000.  Wiring problems in the police department.  5.  Little League and high school baseball is starting and they are sharing everything.  6.  Insurance money has been received for damages and theft loss.  Carpet and safe will be replaced.  Money was reimbursed to the mayor’s court in the amount of $1,100.  7.  Had two employees that resigned.  As of now there are two part time employees in the service department.  Five full time employees and three part time employees are now in the service department.

	Reading of Ordinances and Resolutions

Third reading was given to an ordinance authorizing the issuance of a permit to the District 11 Challenger League to solicit charitable contributions from occupants of motor vehicles on a highway pursuant to a permit to be issued by the clerk at the direction of council.  Mr. Mills made a motion to adopt Ordinance 5-2015.  Mr. Payton seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 6  

2nd readings
An ordinance was read amending Ordinance 147.09 of the codified ordinances of the Village of New Boston to add additional requirements on all village employees.  Mr. Mills made a motion for the 2nd reading.  Mr. Williams seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 6

An ordinance was read amending Section 371.06 of the codified ordinances of the Village of New Boston to amend the definition of a charitable organization and to limit the number of permits issued to charitable organizations in a calendar year.  Mr. Mills made a motion for the 2nd reading.  Mr. Fetty seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 6

An ordinance was read to approve a Then and Now Certificate in excess of $3,000 for payment to Alltel Corporation.  Mr. Payton made a motion to amend the ordinance to read and declaring an emergency.  Mr. Mills seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 6.  Mr. Mills moved the rules requiring an ordinance or resolution of a general or permanent nature involving the expenditure of money be read on three separate dates be suspended.  Mr. Williams seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 6.    Mr. Mills made a motion to adopt Ordinance No. 6-2015.  Mr. Williams seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 6

A resolution was read authorizing Councilman Daniel Fetty to submit an application to the Ohio Department of Natural Resources Ohio Natureworks Grant Program.  Mr. Williams made a motion for the second reading.  Mr. Fetty seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 6

First reading was given to resolution authorizing the Chief of Fire to enter into a contract with Ohio Department of Natural Resources for the purpose of receiving a Volunteer Fire Assistance Grant.  Mr. Payton made a motion for the first reading.  Mr. Williams seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 6.  
Mr. Fetty asked about the timeline for the purchase.  Chief Bender explained this application was from last year and the approval was already given at the last meeting which had to be in by March 2.  Then everything would have to be their hands by May 22, 2015.  Mr. Williams explained we need to appropriate $20,500 for the purchase.  Stated appropriations should be brought in at the next meeting of $5,000 out of capital, $1,000 safety tax fund, $1,500 MVA and $13,000 general fund with $9,000 being reimbursed.  This should be done by transfers of line items and no more appropriated in the general fund.  
 
New Business


Mr. Payton – 1.  Welcomed Mr. Patrick to council.  2.  Sympathy sent the Lytten family.  3.  On May 2, 2015 Tractor Supply will be having a Scioto County Horseman’s Council will be held.  
4.  Warned residents of scams of filing income taxes.  People are using other people’s social security numbers for filing income tax.  Some residents are also receiving letters from the state of Ohio to verify their identity.  5.  HEAP applications are until March 31, 2015 for heating assistance.  6.  Conley’s building for sale.    

Mr. Williams – 1.  Sympathy to the Lytten family and Theda’s family.  Also keep thoughts and prayers for Mick and Bill Craig.  Also welcomed Vonald to council.  2.  Made a motion to bring in an ordinance for the purchase of the UTV fireman’s grant by transferring $13,000 from general fund fireman’s salaries, appropriating $1,500 MVA, $1,000 saftey tax and $5,000 capital fund.  Also an appropriation of $10,000 for auditing services and $5,000 in capital for the tennis court renovation.  Mr. Fetty asked that a fund be set up for the tennis court renovation.  Lana stated these donations have been included in the general fund under the line item of donations.  Mr. Payton seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Warren declared the motion carried 6-0.  Mr. Williams made a motion to establish the Tennis Court Renovation Fund.  Mr. Mills seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Warren declared the motion carried 6-0.  

Mr. Imes – Welcomed Mr. Patrick and has received many compliments on how well the streets are being kept.  

Mr. Mills – Also welcomed Mr. Patrick and thanked the service department for keeping up with the streets.  Also thanked all First Responders and all other departments.  Also sent condolences to the Lytten and Theda’s families.  

Mr. Fetty – Welcomed Mr. Patrick.  Presented Mr. Patrick with the codified ordinance book.
2.  On March 17, 2015 at 6:00 p.m. he would like to have a public meeting on the Natureworks Grant Program regarding the tennis court renovation.  This gives us 25 points on the grant.
