April 7, 2015

	
	Regular session of New Boston Village council was called to order at 6:30 p.m. James Warren, Jr., President of Council, presided over the meeting.  The roll was called with the following members of council being present:  Mr. Fetty, Mr. Williams, Mr. Payton, Mr. Imes and Mr. Patrick. 

	Mr. Payton made the motion to excuse the absent member, Mr. Mills.  Mr. Imes seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Warren declared the motion carried 5-0.

	Mr. Fetty made a motion to accept and file the minutes from March 17, 2015.  
Mr. Williams seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Warren declared the motion carried 5-0.

	Reading on communications:  letter from Mrs. Burnside, Superintendent New Boston Schools, commending the service department for their work on they have done on the street and alley during the bad weather.  Mr. Williams made a motion to accept and file the letter.  Mr. Payton seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Warren declared the motion carried 5-0.

Lana Loper, Clerk – 1.  

Justin Blume, Legal Counsel – no report

Steve Hamilton, Village Administrator – 1.  There will be no trash pickup this week due to the men running the pump stations.  Should be able to close 8, 9, 10, 11 by Thursday.  2.  Reported the village has major problems with the pump stations – 7 – circuit breaker control is out, 9 – heater blew, 10 – there are 3 pumps down out of 6, 3 –circuit breaker is bad, startup pump 1 is gone and sealed blew, 5 – spun a bearing and seal, 11 & 9 – flood gages are not working, etc.  This has not because of maintenance but due to working them hard this last week.  Mr. Mills stated he has been concerned due to the age of the pumps. Steve stated he wasn’t sure what to do about it.  Mr. Williams stated we need costs and prioritize.  3.  Met with DEFA, EPA, Strand, RCAP, Bruce and GIS mapping company – everything went well.  Bruce from Strand stated he would summarize – Phase I – nearly completed.  The only other major item to be completed is the televising and cleaning of West Street sewer.  This is contested by J&H and it seems they will try to get out of doing it.  Needs to be discussed with Justin to determine what needs to be done. Mr. Fetty asked about cost.  Bruce stated he does not have one as of now.  Mr. Williams asked who recommended this job be done.  Bruce stated it was part of the original scope of work based on need and Strand’s recommendation.  This would help with the feasibility project.  Justin reported the numbers are being crunched to get the best options to get the job completed.  Bruce reported the project was under bidden by J&H.   91% of the project has been completed.  We are under by $143,000.  Mr. Williams stated the money coming from the water collections was based on us having a 1.6 million dollar debt and based on the total bill from J&H.  Bruce stated the $100,000 left over would be applied to the next project approved by council.  Mr. Williams stated he needs to get with Bruce and DEFA to see how the payment will be made.  Phase II – both awarded to Fields Excavating.  Active construction began February 24.  Project moving slowly due to weather.  Storm and sanitary sewer work both on Stewart and Finney Streets is being done.  Delays due to utilities.  Substantial completion date is required by July 9, 2015.  4.  Presented information regarding the Empire Community Reinvestment Area regarding Infra-metals.  A committee must be set up by March 31, 2015.  Mr. Williams reported this information came from Butch Lytten and it came about when the whole project started.  When Infra-metals started questioning their tax bill this was brought out.  The 75% tax abatement started this year.  Hopefully this being the first year we can extend the deadline.  Mayor should start by appointing two members, council appoints two members, Planning commission appoints one and then above appoints two residents, then a walkthrough of the plant and then finally a report would be filed.  5.  The road that runs up by Milldale Road is in need of potholes being patched.  It is in the Portsmouth area.  The patch is $125 per ton and this would take about 10 ton.  This is around the school area.  We should not have to pay for the Portsmouth Road.  Portsmouth has been contacted.  Mr. Fetty also stated he called them and would appreciate them fixing the area.  6.  Further discussion was held regarding the health insurance.  Steve also mentioned the Ohio Plan.

Theda Aldridge, Income Tax Director – absent – 

Darrold Clark, Chief of Police – 1.  Presented report for March 12, 2015.  Mr. Payton made a motion to accept and file the report.  Mr. Imes seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Warren declared the motion carried 6-0.  

Chris Bender, Fire Chief – 1.  Don Raike is a great loss to the fire department.  Chris Davis and Logan Copley have been moved up to the other positions.  Then Chief Bender surprised everyone with his resignation as of March 31, 2015.  Stated he has enjoyed it and feels it is time after 34 years.  Mr. Mills made a motion to accept and file the letter.  Mr. Fetty seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Warren declared the motion carried 6-0.

	Reading of Ordinances and Resolutions


3rd readings
An ordinance was read amending Ordinance 147.09 of the codified ordinances of the Village of New Boston to add additional requirements on all village employees.  Mr. Fetty made a motion for the 3rd reading.  Mr. Payton seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 6

An ordinance was read amending Section 371.06 of the codified ordinances of the Village of New Boston to amend the definition of a charitable organization and to limit the number of permits issued to charitable organizations in a calendar year.  Mr. Williams made a motion for the 3rd reading.  Mr. Mills seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 6

A resolution was read authorizing Councilman Daniel Fetty to submit an application to the Ohio Department of Natural Resources Ohio Natureworks Grant Program.  Mr. Mills made a motion for the third reading.  Mr. Payton seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 6

Second reading was given to resolution authorizing the Chief of Fire to enter into a contract with Ohio Department of Natural Resources for the purpose of receiving a Volunteer Fire Assistance Grant.  Mr. Williams made a motion for the second reading.  Mr. Mills seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 6.  

An ordinance was read transferring and appropriating amounts in the various funds of the village and declaring an emergency.  Mr. Williams moved the rules requiring an ordinance or resolution of a general or permanent nature involving the expenditure of money be read on three separate dates be suspended.  Mr. Mill seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 6.  Mr. Williams made a motion to adopt Ordinance No. 9-2015.  Mr. Mills seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 6.  
 
New Business

Mr. Williams – 1.  Congratulations to Chief Bender and Captain Raike.  They have both been dedicated employees and wished them well.  2.  Police & fire retirement pickup plan will increase July 2, 2015 and council needs to approve whether to pick up the last leg of the increase which will go to 12.25%. Currently the village pays 100% of the retirement for police, fire and service departments.   Mr. Williams made a motion to bring in the ordinance for the village to cover the increase.  Mr. Payton seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 6.  3.  Thanked the service department for a good job.  3.  Presented a map showing where the state will be paving in 2015 in the village.  This is 52 east and also shows from Rt. 139 from Rt. 52.  Steve mentioned this may be from the Portsmouth city limit.  

Mr. Imes – Congratulated Chief Bender and Captain Raike on their retirement and thanked the service department especially Leonard Jackson and John Whisman for showing him around pump station 7.

Mr. Mills – Congratulations to Chief Bender and Captain Raike on their retirement and thanked the service department.  Had a bus driver from East seek him out and told him how well the service department has taken care of the village roads.  

Mr. Fetty – 1.  Discussed removing the three oddball tubes.  May need to get this done to help with the flooding.  This is owned by the SOPA.  Mayor Warren stated he has discussed this with Jason Kestor. Further discussion was held regarding the tubes.  2.  Asked about widening the creek from Munn’s Run to the first bridge.  Steve also reported the tubes were getting full and the creeks need dug out.  3.  New Boston schools and Mary Waugh for six years straight has received the McDonald’s grant for her physical health classes.  On May 7, 2015 there will be a Mighty Miles Run.  4.  Asked the mayor to present a proclamation to Terry Salyers, Chief Bender and Captain Raike.  5. Reported the custodians at the school had cleaned the sidewalks because of snow but citizens were parking on the sidewalk including a police cruiser.  6.   Thanked the service department for a good job and also congratulated Chief Bender and Captain Raike on their retirement.  

Mr. Patrick – Reported when the snow hit the village of New Boston service department did a great job.  Good luck to Chief Bender and Captain Raike.  

Mr. Payton – 1.  Reported the water problem by the treatment plant is still unresolved.  Steve stated the solicitor write a letter to Portsmouth regarding the problem.  Mayor asked to further discuss at the next meeting.   2.  Also thanked Chief Bender and Captain Raike and congratulated him on their retirement.  3.  New Boston Kiwanis is having their car show on April 25, 2015 at the Autism Walk.   4. Web site is coming along well.  Thanked Jennifer and her husband for coming.
