	Reading of Ordinances and Resolutions


3rd readings
Third reading was given to resolution authorizing the Chief of Fire to enter into a contract with Ohio Department of Natural Resources for the purpose of receiving a Volunteer Fire Assistance Grant.  Mr. Williams made a motion to amend the ordinance to declare an emergency.  Mr. Payton seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 5.  Mr. Williams made a motion to adopt Resolution No. 2-2015.  Mr. Payton seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 5. 

1st reading
An ordinance was read authorizing the clerk of the Village of New Boston to proceed approval from the State of Ohio permission to establish a new Tennis Court Renovation Fund and declaring an emergency.   Mr. Williams moved the rules requiring an ordinance or resolution of a general or permanent nature involving the expenditure of money be read on three separate dates be suspended.  Mr. Imes seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 5.  Mr. Imes made a motion to adopt Ordinance No. 10-2015.  Mr. Fetty seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 5.  

An ordinance was read reaffirming the existing pickup plan of employee contributions to the Ohio Police and Fire Pension Fund for NBFD employees.  Mr. Williams stated the ordinance needs amended to read 11.5% presently adopted pickup instead of 12.25% and he made that motion for the change.  Mr. Fetty seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 5.  5.  Mr. Williams reported this would cost the village about $4,000 per year.  Over the three years increase it has cost the village over $12,000.  Savings average per police and fireman of over $250 per year.  This would be council’s choice if they would want to continue to pay.  Mr. Payton made a motion for the first reading.  Mr. Williams seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 5.

Mr. Fetty – 1.  Reported he has completed 95% of the Natureworks grant.  Hope to have submitted by the middle of April.  Deadline is the 1st of May.  2.  Stated council has discussed in the last couple of years the cost to remove the 12 – 16 inches of dirt I the lake bottoms.  Had contacted the National Guard but no response.  Stated he contacted the Operating Engineers Local and this project could be used as a training ground.  They will look at the project and could be in the fall.  Steve stated he would work cleaning out the creek the next 3-4 days since J&H Erectors donated an excavator for that purpose.  3.  Thanked Anytime Fitness for coming to New Boston.  4.  Stated he has photos of the creek wall by the school for anyone to review.  This problem needs to be taken care of.  Also reported the south side of the bridge needs repaired.  Steve also stated this does needs to be repaired.  Other areas of the wall were discussed and agreed needs to be looked at and fixed.  Steve stated the government could be more pro-active and helps us more with the flooding we have.  Mr. Williams stated our funding has been cut by more than $100,000 with Governor Kasich‘s local government funding.  Mr. Williams again stated the Flood Defense Committee needs to meet to see where the highest priority is and gather costs.  Asked Mr. Warren to contact Mr. Mills to set meeting.  5.  Asked Steve about the county CDBG not being processed.  Steve stated he did not apply because he felt we did not have the matching funds.   Discussion was held regarding why the grant was not applied for.  Steve stated he feels Mr. Fetty is doing well on the Natureworks grant and tennis courts will be complete with the help of that grant.  6.  Congratulated Chief Williams.

Mr. Patrick – Congratulated Chief Williams

Mr. Payton – 1.  Congratulated Chief Williams  2.  April 18, 2015 the Little League parade will be held at 10:00 a.m.  Discussed the parade route.  3.  Autism Awareness is this month.  Light It Up Blue raised $4,500.  The Autism Walk is on April 25th.  Also congratulated Chief Williams.

Also discussed the out fall of water in the village due to high water.  Bruce explained it does back up but everything so far is working well.  3.  Discussed the water coming off the hill by the corporation limit.  Would like to find out if the responsibility of getting it fixed is our problem or Portsmouth’s.  Mr. Blume stated they said they would fix it.  Mr. Williams stated it was a dangerous problem it needs to be definitely fixed.  4.  Asked the Mayor to appoint two members for the ECRA program and also knows council needs to appoint two members.  Also stated Mr. Mills needs to be contact to set meeting for flood defense meeting then he would hold a finance meeting.  

At 7:30 p.m. Mr. Williams made a motion to go into executive session for pending litigation.  Mr. Imes seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  Ayes – 5.  

At 8:14 regular meeting was called back to order.  The roll was called.  Members present were:  Mr. Fetty, Mr. Imes, Mr. Williams, Mr. Payton and Mr. Patrick.  

Mr. Payton made a motion to bring in a resolution on emergency basis as indicated on option 3B as indicated in Mark Sneive’s memo to Justin Blum dated March 25, 2015 and also include not to exceed $60,000.  Mr. Imes seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results as as follows:  ayes – 5.
