NEW BOSTON VILLAGE COUNCIL
May 5, 2015
	
	Regular session of New Boston Village council was called to order at 6:30 p.m. William Williams, President Pro Tem presided over the meeting.  The roll was called with the following members of council being present:  Mr. Fetty, Mr. Payton, Mr. Mills and Mr. Patrick. 

	Mr. Fetty made the motion to excuse the absent member, Mr. Imes.  Mr. Mills seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-0.

	Pledge of allegiance/silent prayer  

	Mr. Williams introduced himself to the audience and reported Mayor Warren was in the hospital and asked everyone to wish him the best.

	Mr. Mills made a motion to accept and file the minutes from April 21, 2015.  
Mr. Payton seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-0.  

	Reports from visitors:  Johnny Steele, Grace Street, New Boston – asked if anything was posted in the newspaper or graduates from New Boston was contracted regarding the hiring of new firemen.  Mr. Williams stated as of now these four tonight are just recommendations. Chief Williams stated the mayor said it was not necessary to post since there were several applications already in the fire department.  Chief Williams also reported the several New Boston boys knew about the open positions but did not apply.  Mr. Steele feels we should be hiring village resident and in house also.

Reports of:

William Williams, President Pro Tem – 1.  Presented Mayor Warren’s court report for April 2015.  Mr. Fetty made a motion to accept and file the report.  Mr. Payton seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-0.  2.  Reported ODOT will start paving on Rhodes Avenue in the village starting in June.  Allard Construction from South Webster will be the general contractor.  The project should be completed by September.  He and Mr. Hamilton have been invited to the pre-construction meeting.

Lana Loper, Clerk – 1.  Insurance is still ongoing and applications have been turned in.  There will be meetings scheduled in the next few weeks for employees to get a better understanding of the changes.  Will let everyone know when those are scheduled.  2.  Audit is still ongoing.  Mayor’s court is completed and everything looked good.  3.  Worker’s compensation information was presented and additional appropriation is needed and in the ordinance for tonight.  

Justin Blume, Legal Counsel – reported he had spoken to Don Gleim regarding the auction of old equipment and other items the village has.  Mr. Gleim feels he could a better return if he did online and would charge a 25% commission.  We could get other quotes if council desires.  Mr. Steele stated he was an auctioneer and would do it for nothing.  The village would cover advertising and pay for any expenses he would have plus his help which would be less than 
$1,000.  Mr. Blume stated a forfeiture was done last year and several small items would be available.   Mr. Hamilton also stated he also has some large equipment.  Discussion was held as to where an auction could be held.  Mr. Blume and Mr. Williams both stated that lists be prepared.  

Steve Hamilton, Village Administrator – 1.  Stated he has two items available for auction that is worth about $30,000.  2.  Yard sale for the village is June 6, 2015 and cleanup day is June 13 from 8:00 a.m. until 2:00 p.m.  3.  Sewer project going good and the village may end up with about $3.1 million in free money that we have worked for.  Also next year there will be $300,000 of principal forgiveness money that the village will get next year.  This would be over $3 million he has worked in getting through the EPA, Corps of Engineers and federal EPA.  This would help getting Glenwood Avenue tied in.  4.  Still working on getting pump stations repaired.  Asked for a Flood defense and Finance committee meetings. 

Theda Aldridge, Income Tax Director – presented report for April 2015.  Mr. Mills made a motion to accept and file the report.  Mr. Payton seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-0.

Darrold Clark, Chief of Police – 1.  Presented report for April 30, 2015.  Mr. Mills made a motion to accept and file the report.  Mr. Fetty seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-0.  

John Williams, Fire Chief – 1.  Reported letters were mailed to our churches in the village to get them inspected.  2. Training was held last week for rail car safety.

Asked if redoing Maple Street is still in the works.  Mr. Hamilton stated yes.  8. Feels pump station 10 should be repaired but feels this should not affect our certification but it seems like it is.  8.  Best news – Nature Works Grant has been submitted for $67,000 for renovation for the tennis courts.  Feels we have a good change in getting it.
