NEW BOSTON VILLAGE COUNCIL
May 19, 2015
	
	Regular session of New Boston Village council was called to order at 6:30 p.m. William Williams, President Pro Tem presided over the meeting.  The roll was called with the following members of council being present:  Mr. Fetty, Mr. Payton, Mr. Mills and Mr. Imes. 

	Mr. Payton made the motion to excuse the absent member, Mr. Patrick.  Mr. Fetty seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-0.

	Pledge of allegiance/silent prayer  

	Mr. Mills made a motion to accept and file the minutes from May 5, 2015 and 
May 12, 2015.  Mr. Payton seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-0.  

	Reports from visitors:  none
	
	No presenting and acting on petitions:  none

	Reading on communications:  read a letter of resignation from Jeff Craig as on June 1, 2015.  Mr. Mills made a motion to accept the resignation.  Mr. Imes seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 4.  

	Fire Chief Williams presented information where his department has received a $10,000 grant from Department of Commerce, Division of State Fire Marshal.  The grant was awarded as a 2015 Equipment Grant Program.  The $10,000 would have to be appropriated.  Invoices would have to be submitted by October 1, 2015.

	Discussed quote from Auto Stylz, LLC to get the donated ambulance updated to be used in the police department.   Chief Clark stated it this information can be discussed at the next finance meeting.  

	Read a letter from Cincinnati Insurance Companies regarding George Jamiel who reported he was driving through the village and had damage to his vehicle from hitting pot holes.  Invoices were attached and they were requesting payment for the damage.  Mr. Mills made a motion to accept and file the letter.  Mr. Fetty seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-0.  
	

Reports of:

William Williams, President Pro Tem – 1.  Reported he met with Mr. Hamilton and several men regarding the pump station repairs.  Another company, Precision Pumps, will also be coming in to give quotes on the repairs.  Mr. Williams wanted to thank Mike Shaffer, Al Winters, and Josh Wright for coming over to go over the pumps.  2.  Asked if paperwork has been submitted for reimbursement for the body camera grant.  Lana stated all the information has been given to Captain Goins for him to submit.  Chief Clark was sure everything has been submitted.  3.  He and Steve attended a meeting with ODOT regarding the paving of St. Rt. 52.  The paving will be begin on June 8 and may run through September.  4.  Gave a updated report on the Mayor – sitting up and eating more but still requesting no visitors.  5.  Reported Bill Craig passed away.  He will be at Melcher Funeral Home and visitation will be 6 – 8 tomorrow.  5.  Sgt. Carver’s wife was in an accident and had to be life lighted.  Thoughts and prayers for a speedy recovery.
6.  Kindergarten class visited the village and thanked the teachers for a nice visit.  

Lana Loper, Clerk – 1.  Presented report for April 2015.  Mr. Mills made a motion to accept and file the report.  Mr. Imes seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-0.  2. Presented a contract for a new Xerox copier.  This contract would save about $50.00 per month.  Discussion was held and Mr. Fetty made a motion to sign the contract for the new copier.  Mr. Mills seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 4.  3. LeAnn from Portsmouth Insurance Company was here today to meet with employees regarding the new health care plan and will be back on Thursday.
4. Additional appropriations will be read on tonight.  5.  Audit is just about complete and seemed to go well.   

Justin Blume, Legal Counsel – 1.  He and Captain Goins are working on the policy for the body cameras and discussion has been held as to what really needs to be recorded.  Storage fees would also need to be considered and how long recordings would be kept.  Would be council’s decision as to what policy would be adopted and how much storage fees the village could afford.  Chief Clark stated in his opinion if police comes in contact with citizen they should be on.  Mr. Blume stated a meeting later should be held soon.  Mr. Williams this will be discussed in the finance meeting in June.  2.  Reported the forfeiture items have been destroyed.  3.  He gave council a revised copy of the policy and procedure book to be adopted due to errors.  He asked council to review.  

Steve Hamilton, Village Administrator – 1.  Reported Ken Mustain was in today and stated he had to change his building plans due to an agreement with the owner and Wal-Mart.  He is moving across the street on the Collier property.  Steve discussed with Mr. Mustain that there is still a problem with the storm water runoff in that area and no plans to fix it.  This is a Portsmouth problem also which needs to be fixed.  Mr. Mustain wants to start building in three to four weeks. Discussion was held as to Mr. Blume sending Mr. Collier a letter regarding the problem.  2. Presented a report from Strand.  Paved on Shale Bank today.  Phase 2 completed expect cleanup.  Trying to work on Phase 3.  3. Faxed in to Daily Times a notice of public meeting regarding feasibility study.  The meeting is June 2, 2015 at 5:30 p.m.  4.  Repainted lines on Rhodes Avenue.  5.   Paving starting on June 8. New curbing and sidewalks will be done on Rhodes Avenue in some areas.  Traffic will be backed up but roads will be fixed.  6.     Discussed the purchase of new lawn mower.  Old mower had to be repaired.  Discussion was also held using the new UTV vehicle by attaching a mower to it.  Steve to check costs. 

Theda Aldridge, Income Tax Director – no report

Darrold Clark, Chief of Police – 1.  Presented report for May 14, 2015.  Mr. Mills made a motion to accept and file the report.  Mr. Imes seconded the motion.  All members concurring, 
Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-0.  

John Williams, Fire Chief – 1.  Thanked council again for the appointments of the new firemen.  Also thanked Jeff Craig for his service to the fire department.  

Reports of Chairman of Committees:

Junior Williams, Finance and Wages – reported the committee met on May 12, 2015.  Discussion was held regarding revenues holding steady and spending has been reduced from last year but there has been a significantly increase in overtime in the fire and service departments.  Flood defense repairs also was discussed.  The 2016 budget was reviewed with no major changes.  Next Finance meeting was set for May 28th at 9:00 a.m.  and budget will be brought in at the June 2 meeting.  Mr. Fetty made a motion to accept and file the report.  Mr. Payton seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-0.

Jon Mills, Flood & Sewage –meeting was held on May 12, 2015 at 5:00 p.m. – discussion was on getting additional quotes for repairs for the pump stations.  Also the creek bed needs to be cleaned out.
