		Mr. Mills made a motion to accept and file the minutes from June 2, 2015 and 
June 4, 2015.  Mr. Imes seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 5-0.  

	Reports from visitors:  George Essman, from Sciotoville – thanked council for running a good council for the Village of New Boston.  Mr. Essman had a suggestion to have Mayor Warren’s picture painted on the large wall on Harrisonville Avenue.  He has served the community in many ways being mayor, teacher and principal and he feels this is a good way to honor him.  Mr. Mills asked is the wall does belong to the village since the state of Ohio built the wall.  Estimate to paint would be $3,000 and would ask for donations. With the mayor and village administrator out we need someone else for signatures.  Mr. Mills made a motion to bring in a resolution to add Mr. Williams as an authorized signer on bank accounts. 7.   Clerk is asking for a resolution switching from Ceridian to Patrick Consulting to handle COBRA for the Village of New Boston.  Mr. Mills made a motion to bring in a resolution for Patrick Consulting to handle COBRA.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 5.  8.  Discussed the lease for BMV which will end on June 30, 2015.  Would like for the village to commit to cleaning and other maintenance but would increase the rent from $1,000 to $1,400 per month.  Mr. Mills made a motion to bring in a resolution for the lease with BMV.  Mr. Payton seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 5.   Discussed setting special meeting to read on the contracts.  Meeting was set for June 23, 2015 at 9:00 a.m.

Darrold Clark, Chief of Police – 1.  Presented report for June 2015.  Mr. Imes made a motion to accept and file the report.  Mr. Mills seconded the motion.  All members concurring, 
Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 5-0.  

John Williams, Fire Chief – Thanked Cedar Street Church for the dinner.  Two new firemen have been cleared to work two men turns.

Dan Fetty, Lands & Buildings – reported the last meeting he had given out a report and stated the whole aspect was to begin a proactive push to identity properties in the village that are available for retail purposes.  Would like to contact owners to see if they would be willing to take pictures of property that could go on the village website and in the newspaper.  Feels this would be a good way to get started.  Mr. Mills made a motion to accept and file the report.  Mr. Imes seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 5-0.  
	
	Reading of Ordinances and Resolutions

Third reading was given to an ordinance to approve Then and Now Certificates in excess of $3,000 payments and declaring an emergency.  Mr. Mills made a motion for the third reading.  Mr. Imes seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes - 5

Second reading was given to an ordinance adopting the budget for the Village of New Boston, Ohio for the fiscal year 2016.  Mr. Mills made a motion for the 2nd reading.  Mr. Fetty seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 5.  

A resolution determining to proceed with the submission to the electors of the question of levying a tax in excess of the ten-mill limitation; and declaring an emergency.  Mr. Mills moved the rules requiring an ordinance or resolution of a general or permanent nature involving the expenditure of money be read on three separate dates be suspended.  Mr. Payton seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 5-0.   Mr. Mills moved to adopt Resolution No. 6-2015.  Mr. Payton seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 5.  

New Business


Mr. Imes – none

Mr. Mills – stated he was approached by a resident with a complaint that people were going the wrong way on a one way street and asked if the village had enough funds to post one-way signs.  Will discuss later with Mr. Hamilton when he returns.   

Mr. Fetty – 1.  Stated lost dog signs are being posted on signs and asked Chief Clark to check it out.  2.  Lake Bottom looks good and walking trail has been worked on.  Was told the operating engineers were going to clean out the Millbrook lake bottom area and was not in the last minutes.  Mr. Mills reported it was cleaning out the creek.  Again will check with Mr. Hamilton when he returns.  3.  Police pension fund was paid off and again would like to reiterate how fast the village got to pay it off 20 years early.  4.  Asked if there has been a resolution of how to sell the police department’s surplus.  Mr. Williams stated council was waiting on Mr. Hamilton’ list.  Mr. Mills stated the best way to handle was to take care of everything the same day.  Discussion was held again for different ways as to sell the items.  Mr. Williams stated he would check again with Mr. Steele.  5.  Stated he missed the public meeting on the sewer project and asked if this is a closed project or still a possibility in the future.  Mr. Williams reported the expenses would be too costly for residents.  Mr. Payton stated this needs to be looked at before negotiations start for the contract with Portsmouth in six years and plan B needs to be reviewed.  6.  Asked about the transfer of the police and disability fund balance to the general fund.  Mr. Williams stated another $8,000 should be received in the second half and should be able to go through the courts to get transferred.  7.  Stated he could not find an ordinance against signs being posted on poles regarding yard sales.  Mr. Williams stated he thought there was and would double check.   

Mr. Patrick – none

Mr. Payton – 1.  Clean up day went well.  2.  Also thanked Cedar Street Church for the dinner and reported they had also purchased the Oak Street School property.  3.  Some new pictures have been added to the website.  Everyone still needs to get updated information sent to her.  
4.  Asked how the policy was coming along for the body cameras.  Chief Clark and Mr. Blume reported it is being rules are being drafted and council needs to review.    Asked Mr. Blume to present at next meeting or email draft to each council member.  5.  Today at 1:00 p.m. staff and students were called in at Daymar and announced they are closing.  Doing a teach out for the students that are there.  Daymar did not give any reasons for the closings.  Stated he would shop around for other opportunities for that building.  Mr. Williams also reported the possible closing of the Haverhill Chemical Plant.  They have already laid off 80 employees and may be closed by August.  

At 7:26 p.m. Mr. Mills made a motion to move to executive session to discuss litigation.  Mr. Imes seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried.  

Regular session was called back to order at 8:23 p.m.  All members of council were present.
