MINUTES
NEW BOSTON VILLAGE COUNCIL
July 7, 2015

	Regular session of New Boston Village council was called to order at 6:30 p.m. William D. Williams, Jr. Mayor presided over the meeting.  The roll was called with the following members of council being present:  Mr. Fetty, Mr. Mills, Mr. Patrick and Mr. Imes. 

	Mr. Mills made a motion to excuse Mr. Payton.  Mr. Fetty seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-0.  

	Pledge of allegiance/silent prayer- special moment of silence for our beloved Mayor James Warren.    

	Mr. Williams reported this has been a rough week for everyone and stated the Mayor will be greatly missed.  Thanked service department for helping with parking, police and fire departments for the Honor Guard, Gary Heimbach for the sermon, Rodney Barnett, Melinda Burnside for permission to use the gym, Sam Fannin and staff, special thanks to Cedar Street Church for food, Nelson-Swick Funeral Home, Frank Lewis.  Donations are being accepted for the breakfast and is ideas for memorial.   Mr. Williams would like to rename the breakfast with Santa to James Warren Breakfast with Santa.  

		Mr. Mills made a motion to accept and file the minutes from June 16, 2015, 
June 23, 2015 and July 1, 2015.   Mr. Fetty seconded the motion.  All members concurring, 
Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-0.

	Reading on communications:  Miss Burnside letter thanking the village for patching holes at the school.  Mr. Mills made a motion to accept and file.  Mr. Imes seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-0.  

	Mr. Williams presented letter of resignation from Village Council.  Mr. Mills made a motion to accept the resignation.  Mr. Imes seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 4.  

	Mr. Mills asked about advertising for a new council member to replace Mr. Williams.  Council discussed to advertise in the newspaper for the vacant council position and applications would need to be turned in by 4:00 p.m. on Friday, July 17, 2015.  Mr. Frank Lewis from the Portsmouth Daily Times was in attendance and stated he will put in newspaper.  Mr. Mills made the motion to advertise for the new council position.  Mr. Fetty seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-0.  

Reports of:

William Williams, Mayor – 1.  Attended the bypass groundbreaking.  They are very hopeful.  
2.  Paving project moving forward.  Later on there will be no parking on either side of Rhodes Avenue.  3.    Met with architect on Dr. DePugh’s building and groundbreaking in September.
4.  Spoke to Jim Climer who is over a project with Habitat  for Humanity where they are building a house at 3864 Stanton Avenue.   5.  Theda, Income Tax Director will be attending a seminar in Dublin, Ohio regarding HB5.  Jessica is off this week and no mayor’s court tomorrow.  6.  He and Mr. Hamilton went to visitation for Sam Craft’s mother.  7.  George Stevens is working here through Mature Services.  Doing a good job stripping the floors.  8.  BMV has agreed to an increase of rent for $200.00 and not $400.00.  Mr. Blume stated the resolution would have to be amended.  May need special council meeting to get the agreement passed.  Mr. Mills made a motion to bring in resolution to reflect the $200.00 increase.  Mr. Patrick seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 4.  8.  Will hold finance meeting in July.  9.  Presented mayor’s court report.  Mr. Fetty made a motion to accept and file the report.  Mr. Mills seconded the motion. Justin Blume, Legal Counsel – asked for executive session later to discuss pending litigation.  

Steve Hamilton, Village Administrator – 1.  Reported debris was cleaned in Munn’s Run center between Rhodes and Gallia and will now move between the bridges, then in front of school and then around Bill Goddard’s house.  This should be about another month of cleaning.  
2.  Discussed memorial for Mayor Warren and he came up with the idea of renaming Village Square Park the James Warren Memorial Park and have a memorial plaque or sketching on stone.  Council asks Mr. Hamilton to get some pricing.  George Essman presented a check for this project.  3.  Still checking out the pump stations.  Got another quote of $92,000.  Talked to AMEC and they are going to email other names of contractor.  We can still use the pumps, just have to keep oil in them.  If river gets to 38.4 ft. we are required to be there.  Corps can fine us if not.  4.  Reported he would be on vacation next week.  Thanked everyone for their concerns while he was in the hospital.  5.  

Theda Aldridge, Income Tax Director – presented report for July 1, 2015.  Mr. Mills made a motion to accept and file the report.  Mr. Patrick seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-0.  

Darrold Clark, Chief of Police – 1.  Presented report for June 2015.  Mr. Mills made a motion to accept and file the report.  Mr. Imes seconded the motion.  All members concurring, 
Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-0.  2.  Presented letter of resignation from Officer Josh Linkous.  Mr. Mills made a motion to accept and file the resignation.  Mr. Imes seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 4.

	Reading of Ordinances and Resolutions
Third reading was given to an ordinance adopting the budget for the Village of New Boston, Ohio for the fiscal year 2016.  Mr. Mills made a motion to adopt Ordinance No. 23-2015.  Mr. Imes seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 4.  

First reading was given to a resolution authorizing participation and ratifying prior participation of the Village of New Boston, Scioto County, Ohio, with the Department of the Army Corps of Engineers, for the design and construction of the Village of New Boston Combined Sewer System Improvements – Phase 3 Project, and authorizing the Village Administrator of the Village of New Boston, and other appropriate village officials, to act for and on behalf of the Village of New Boston, in executing, accepting or otherwise approving all documents, agreements, instruments, or other necessary papers required by the Department of the Army to implement said participation in the project.  Mr. Hamilton stated that financial agreement has been signed and also the letter of intent, but Mr. Blume told him there is some wordage in the contract that needs to be changed.  Mr. Hamilton stated we need to know how much we spent on Phase 1 that can be used.  Mr. Blume stated he feels we would not be able to use the previous monies spent despite what was discussed in the previous meeting.  Mr. Hamilton stated he spoke to Laura from the Corps of Engineers and she says they are looking at paying 100% of Phase 3 design and one-quarter of Phase 1 design.  This would be around $140,000 to start off with and they would send it to us.  Mr. Blume stated before the village goes with final approval; we need to know what they will cover so we would know how much money we would have on the table.  Steve said Strand knows we would not go over $85,000 to OWDA and this would be revolving payments.  This project could be done in three different phases.  After discussion, Mr. Mills made a motion for the 1st reading.  Mr. Patrick seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-0.  

  

New Business



Mr. Mills – Sent condolences to the Warren family.  Also commended Mr. Williams for doing a good job.  

Mr. Fetty – 1. Reiterate the comments of Mayor Williams for Mayor Warren.  2.   Discussed truck traffic on West Avenue and Vine Street.  Trucks are still turning on Vine Street.  Asked if we council could set a weight limit on Vine Street and this would help solve the problem.  Mr. Hamilton stated he could get some signs to set that limit.  3.  Discussed the garbage and trash pickup in the village.  Trash pickup is tree limbs, mattresses, chairs, etc.  He asked why the garbage truck is used for this purpose.  Steve stated some items can be picked up in the garbage truck but if too large the dump truck would be used.  Dumps fees are getting high.  Mr. Williams asked if we are tearing up our garbage truck by picking up these larger items.  
Mr. Hamilton stated this saves money and said his guys know what to put in and what not too.  Mr. Williams suggested a large dumpster be placed in the village for large items and a company could pick up and replace with another dumpster.  Concerns were discussed over cost.
4.  Asked about the Millbrook Lake cleanup of the silt.  Mr. Hamilton stated the Corps would not give him a permit to clean out.  Not deep enough.  National Guard will help the village erect two gates by 7 & 8.  This has to be done.  Pictures will be done and stamped and sent to Corps.   Steve stated the salt has to be paid by August 1, 2015.  Steve reported that if cross walk is put in at the school the speed would only be 10 mph and signs would have to be on each end.  
5.  Read where Captain Goins is running for sheriff and wished him good luck.

Mr. Williams again thanked the community for coming in and introducing themselves and wishing him luck.
