MINUTES
NEW BOSTON VILLAGE COUNCIL
July 21, 2015

	Regular session of New Boston Village council was called to order at 6:30 p.m. William D. Williams, Jr., Mayor presided over the meeting.  The roll was called with the following members of council being present:  Mr. Mills, Mr. Patrick, Mr. Payton and Mr. Imes. 

	Mr. Mills made a motion to excuse Mr. Fetty.  Mr. Imes seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-0.  

	Pledge of allegiance/silent prayer

	Mr. Mills made a motion to accept and file the minutes from July 7, 2015 and July 20, 2015.  Mr. Imes seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-0.  

	Reports from visitors:  Jeannie Brown, Monroe Street, New Boston – spoke to council regarding the stickers she is getting on size of her trash cans.  She does realize her can is more than 33 gallons and does expect the guys to lift because it would be too heavy.  However, she stated she only puts individual bags in where they can just lift it out individually.  She also states that lids must be on all garbage cans and she knows there is not.  Asking council to review ordinance regarding trash pickup.   Mayor and council thanked her for coming and reported the ordinance would be reviewed.  

	No presenting and acting on petitions:  none

	Reading on communications:  Two letters were received from Donald Raike and Johnny Steele in regards to interest in the vacant seat on the New Boston Council.  Mr. Williams stated council has until August 7, 2015 for that appointment.  

	Reports of:

William Williams, Mayor – 1.  Reported he had met this afternoon with department heads from the service, police and fire.  He wants to meet with them each month to discuss problems in each department.  2.  Still advising each department to watch spending.  3.  Discussed the needed repairs for the pump stations.  Another quote came in to pull and fix pumps at a cost of $92,000.  Still looking for ways to finance the repairs.  4.  Received a call from Community Action asking him to be on the board of Trustees.  Will attend a meeting on Monday.  
5.  Reported the fire department was up to full staff, police department and dispatchers is low, and service department is low.  Whitney Barnett is coming back to be intermittent dispatcher.  Reported Chief Clark had mentioned to him about Dr. Jerod Walker doing out police & fire physicals.  He will call and talk to him to get more information.  6.  Still talking to the bank about getting a credit card machine for payment to mayor’s court and individuals who file income tax returns.  Feels this may be beneficial.  


Lana Loper, Clerk – presented clerk’s report for June 2015.  Mr. Mills made a motion to accept and file the report.  Mr. Patrick seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried – 4-0.  

Justin Blume, Legal Counsel – presented a copy of policy for body cameras for council’s review.  Captain Goins is also doing a policy for review.  He may have his at the next council meeting.  
2.  Stated in Theda’s report from her conference that they are having a conference regarding HB5 and they recommending that solicitors attend.  Asked council if would like for him to attend since there would be fees involved.  Council stated if he would like to attend that would be OK.  

Steve Hamilton, Village Administrator – 1.  Presented a letter from IGS regarding the costs and framework for implementing the Capacity Performance proposal.  2.  Presented pictures of the flooding by the water filtration plant and stated this still continues being a problem.  
3.  Discussed the ordinance regarding trash cans.  Told council they could set meeting to review the laws.  4.  Reported he had received a phone call from Mr. Kuhn’s office regarding the break in of the village offices.  Chief Clark stated Captain Goins will take care of it.
