MINUTES
NEW BOSTON VILLAGE COUNCIL
August 18, 2015

	Regular session of New Boston Village council was called to order at 6:30 p.m. William D. Williams, Jr., Mayor presided over the meeting.  The roll was called with the following members of council being present:  Mr. Fetty, Mr. Raike, Mr. Mills, Mr. Payton Mr. Imes and Mr. Patrick. 

	Pledge of allegiance/silent prayer

	Mr. Fetty made a motion to correct the roll call accepting Chief Clark’s report on page 3 should be 5-0 and not 4-0.  Mr. Mills seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 6-0.  After the amendment Mr. Fetty made a motion to accept and file the minutes.  Mr. Mills seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 6-0.  

	Reports from visitors:  none

	No presenting and acting on petitions:  There was a copy of a petition filed by Robbie Law to stop village council from removing the no turn on red sign at the corner of Oak Street and Harrisonville.  He stated it was hard to back out of driveways, cross the street and to get in and out of cars.  There were several residents around that area that signed the petition. Mr. Williams stated there was an ordinance to read on tonight regarding the sign and more discussion will be held at that time.  Mr. Mills made a motion to accept and file the petition.  Mr. Payton seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 6-0.  


	Reading on communications:  1. Read a resignation letter from Deric Paxson from the fire department as of August 14, 2015.  Mr. Mills made a motion to accept and file.  Mr. Payton seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 6-0.  2.  Read a letter from Ohio Casino Control Commission commending Patrolman Mullins, Patrolman Richardson, Sgt. Carver and Captain Goins in their efforts of helping Control Commission with the problem they had.  Mr. Payton made a motion to accept and file.  Mr. Patrick seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 6-0.  3.  Gave council members new list of committees.  Also stated he will be appointing Mike Payton to the Southern Ohio Diversification Initiative Board of Trustees.   
Mr. Mills made a motion to accept and file the committee report.  Mr. Fetty seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 6-0.  4.  Presented information regarding the Bob Walton 5-K run on October 3, 2015.

William Williams, Mayor – 1.    Theda has been off last week and this week due to an injury.  
2.  Gave an update regarding the paving – cleaning up now to get ready to pave on Friday, Saturday and Monday.  Then striping would be behind that therefore the road should be done in 8 or 9 days.  Reminded everyone that school is starting and everyone should watch out for the kids.  3.  Talked to Mr. Steele regarding the auction and his contract.  Hope to have the auction by the end of October.  4.  There will be a flag burning on August 28 at 2:00 p.m. at the ball park.  5.  Daymar will be having their last graduation this Saturday at Minford at 11:00 a.m.

	Reading of Ordinances and Resolutions

An ordinance was read transferring and appropriating amounts in the various funds of the village and declaring an emergency.  Mr. Williams explained a few of the appropriations needed which included money to get the pumps pulled and damage assessed.  After discussion, Mr. Payton moved the rules requiring an ordinance or resolution of a general or permanent nature involving the expenditure of money be read on three separate dates be suspended.  Mr. Mills seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 6.  Mr. Payton made a motion to adopt Ordinance No. 25-2015.  Mr. Mills seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 6.  

An ordinance was read authorizing the removal of signage at the corner of Oak Street and Harrisonville Avenue.  Mr. Williams stated this was what we had received the petition on.  Mr. Mills stated the people that live there do not want the sign to come down.  Mr. Hamilton stated the ordinance would need to be changed to match the sign.  Robbie Law stated it was hard to cross the street, backing out of driveways, etc.  Dana Raike also reported the same problems and would like to have the sign stay posted that there be no turn on red.  Mr. Williams stated we now have a reading on the ordinance.  Mr. Fetty made a motion for the first reading.  Mr. Raike seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 1 (Fetty) nays – 5 (Imes, Mills, Patrick, Raike and Payton).  Mr. Mills made a motion to amend our current ordinance to match the sign stating no turn on red.  Mr. Imes seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 6.

A resolution was read renaming Village Square Park in honor of Former Mayor James N. Warren, Jr.  Mr. Mills made a motion for the first reading.  Mr. Payton seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 6.

A resolution was read authorizing an advance from the General Fund and declaring an emergency.  Mr. Mills moved the rules requiring an ordinance or resolution of a general or permanent nature involving the expenditure of money be read on three separate dates be suspended.  Mr. Payton seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 6.  Mr. Payton made a motion to adopt Resolution No. 13-2015.  Mr. Mills seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 6.  

New Business


Mr. Payton – 1.  Asked Steve if the gas company was going to fix the problem on Grace Street.  Mr. Hamilton stated yes they would be back to get it concreted.  2.  Reported he and the Autism group would like to post signs on the highway coming into New Boston saying “Home of the Autism Project of Southern Ohio”.   There would be no cost.  He and Steve have worked with the group for several years.  Would like to have council’s approval to post the signs.  They have meetings the second Saturday of each month in the community center.  This year they have given four $1,000 scholarships.  Each year they have different projects they work on.  Mr. Raike made a motion for the signs to be posted.  Mr. Imes seconded the motion.

Mr. Mills – 1.  Asked about how much money we have received for the monument sign for Mayor Warren.  Clerk stated we have received about $875.  2.  Reported he was still reviewing the new tax ordinance and stated council needs to review within the next few weeks.  

Mr. Fetty – 1.  Stated he neglected to thank Mr. Reed for his service and asked Chief Clark to pass on to him.  Also thank Deric Paxson for his service.  2.  Asked Steve if he has checked the weight limits regarding trucks on Vine Street.  Steve stated he still is working on this.  Mr. Fetty also reported there is no truck route sign on the corner of Vine & Gallia.  Still lot of truck traffic.  Mr. Hamilton reported he was told to take down.  Mr. Fetty the weight limits and truck routes need to work in conjunction.  3.  School bus travels in the alley and pot holes need fixed.  4.  Talked to Mary Fitch about the Nature Works Grant and she stated it would be awarded in October.
