MINUTES
NEW BOSTON VILLAGE COUNCIL
September 1, 2015

	Regular session of New Boston Village council was called to order at 6:30 p.m. William D. Williams, Jr., Mayor presided over the meeting.  The roll was called with the following members of council being present:  Mr. Fetty, Mr. Raike, Mr. Mills, Mr. Payton Mr. Imes and Mr. Patrick. 

	Pledge of allegiance/silent prayer

	Mr. Mills made a motion to accept and file the minutes from August 18, 2015.  Mr. Imes seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 6-0.  

	Reports from visitors:  Don Hadsell gave council and update on the track hoe that is stuck in the creek.  He stated they were waiting for someone now to come fix the pump and hope to drive it out.  If that does not work it will have to be dragged out no matter what.  
Also has been working with Steve and former Mayor Warren on the gas company project.  Hope to have ground breaking in a few weeks.  This will create about 26 new jobs.  Further discussion was held regarding the track hoe.  Mayor Williams reported the service department has been working every night watching it.  Mr. Hadsell stated he was trying to get it out the cheapest way they can.    Told everyone if they have any questions, stop over.

	Reports of: 

William Williams, Mayor – 1.    Stripping will be completed on Rhodes Avenue tonight.  Both lanes should be open tomorrow.  2.  Phase 3 project agreement has been signed. This will be completed in several steps and reported the financial process does get complicated and will explain each step as it goes along.  Work will not start until next year.  Corps will determine if the expenses that has already been spent can be used and we will be reimbursed 75% and that money will be used to get the process started and will run in circles with OWDA, DEFA, etc.  Sewer rates will not be increased.  3.  Mustain is still planning to build.  Ground breaking will also be held for Dr. DePugh’s office.  Mr. Blume stated that he spoke to Jason Kester, executive director from SOPA and said Mr. Mustain would like to have two entrances to his building and this would cause changes to the design work.  Mr. Kester has asked that the village kick in some funds to make this happen and would like our help.  He is asking for $5,000 for the extended traffic study.  Steve stated the state is also doing a study to potentially take out part of the wall to make a turn lane down River Street and this could also help out the north side of the road which would help Mr. Mustain.  Mayor reported he has not seen any paper work or plans.  
Mr. Blume stated he could call Mr. Kester and have him come to council to make a report.  Mayor Williams also reported we do not know at this point how much it is going to cost the village getting the track hoe out.  The $ 5,000 could come out of the Community Development Fund.  Further discussion was held with council agreeing to have Mr. Kester come to a meeting and discuss the plans.   4.  Reported he had been contact by the Riffe family and they would like to donate the Riffe building to the Village of New Boston if we would want.  There are a few issues with asbestos and such.  Skip Riffe would like to give council a walk through.  Mr. Blume met with Jason Kestor on that also.  SOPA would do the demo if the village would donate to SOPA.  Costs would need to be determined to have razed.  Mayor Williams stated Riffe’s first choice is to give to the village and not SOPA.  Mr. Hamilton stated he talked to Bill Whitaker today and stated he could it out.  He would like to do the walk through also.  Set meeting for Lands and Buildings at 6:00 p.m. on September 15, 2015 and also to do the walk through.
5.  Paper work has been filed for the credit card payment machine.  6.  Met with the County Auditor’s office regarding the land exempt papers.  Had received letter from State of Ohio needing more information.  7.   Presented Records and Income Tax Committee appointments.  8.  Discussed the pay for the hiring of police officers.  Are they hired as patrolman or trainee and paid as such.   Set Finance Committee meeting on September 15, 2015 at 5:00 p.m. to discuss the wages.  9.  Read letter for confirmation of Logan Copley as Lieutenant in the fire department. Roll called was taken for council’s approval.  The results are ayes – 4 (Fetty, Payton, Imes, Patrick), nays – 2 (Raike, Mills).   10.  New Flag has been hung at the Community Center.  11.  Presented Mayor’s court report for August 2015.  Mr. Mills made a motion to accept and file the report.  Mr. Fetty seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 6-0.  

Lana Loper, Clerk – none

Justin Blume, Legal Counsel – none

Steve Hamilton, Village Administrator – 1.  Stated no one was sorrier than he was about getting the track hoe stuck in the creek.  He had cleaned over a mile of it and now two tubes are open.  He did not mean for this to happen.  He further explained how the incident happened and again stated how sick he has been over the whole thing and apologized to council.  Council told him they were just happy he was not hurt.  Mayor stated before we do anything like this again we were going to have to make sure everything has to be done the right way.  2.    Having problems with the York Street Bridge.  House on the corner on York and Lakeview is also having sewer problems.  Portsmouth may be interested in a piece of equipment we have and we could trade for a camera system, generator and trailer they have.  Will discuss later with Portsmouth regarding the trade.  3.  Five ton of cold patch has been ordered and will be doing pot holes next week.

Theda Aldridge, Income Tax Director – absent – but report was presented for August 2015.  Mr. Fetty made a motion to accept and file the report.  Mr. Payton seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 6-0.  

Darrold Clark, Chief of Police – 1.  Presented report for August 27, 2015.  Mr. Mills made a motion to accept and file the report.  Mr. Fetty seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 6-0.  

John Williams, Fire Chief – Thanked council for the conformation of Logan Copley to Lieutenant.  He is on a one year probation.  

Reports of Chairman of Committees:

Jon Mills, Finance and Wages – none

Ralph Imes, Streets & Alleys – Reported there is no stop sign on Buch Street on the Portsmouth side.  Asked Steve to contact them.  

Mike Payton, Utilities & Communications – none

Don Raike, Flood & Sewage – asked where the village stands on the two pumps.  Mayor Williams stated he has been in contact with our insurance people.  They would like to have them pulled.  One quote was $92,000 pulled and repaired, the other is $16,000 per pump just to get pulled.  Hope to get this built in with what is now going on with the loan deal with OWDA.  Steve stated he has talked to DEFA and we are number one in the state for principal forgiveness money and should know by October.  This would help get the project completely done.  Steve stated he could get help if needed.  One of the pumps will run if oil is kept in it.  Pumps are not totally cut off.

A resolution was read authorizing the repayment of an advance to the General Fund from the Fire Levy and declaring an emergency.  Mr. Mills moved the rules requiring an ordinance or resolution of a general or permanent nature involving the expenditure of money be read on three separate dates be suspended.  Mr. Patrick seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 6.  Mr. Mills made a motion to adopt Resolution No. 14-2015.  Mr. Payton seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 6. 

A resolution was read accepting the amounts and rates as determined by the Budget Commission, authorizing the necessary tax levies and certifying them to the County Auditor and declaring an emergency.  Mr. Mills moved the rules requiring an ordinance or resolution of a general or permanent nature involving the expenditure of money be read on three separate dates be suspended.
