October 6, 2015

	Regular session of New Boston Village council was called to order at 6:30 p.m. William D. Williams, Jr., Mayor presided over the meeting.  The roll was called with the following members of council being present:  Mr. Fetty, Mr. Raike, Mr. Mills, Mr. Payton and Mr. Imes 

Mr. Mills made a motion to excuse Mr. Patrick.  Mr. Payton seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 5-0.

	Mr. Fetty made a motion to correct page 4 of his to new business to reflect address of 3400-3500 and not 3400-3400.  Mr. Mills seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 5-0.   Mr. Mills made a motion to accept and file the minutes.  Mr. Payton seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 5-0.

	Reports of: 

William Williams, Mayor – 1.   Reported several things have happened since last meeting – Port Authority Breakfast, Bob Walton 5K Run, Inframetals Manufacturing Day, ribbon cutting for Creative Possibilities.  2.  SOMC announced Breast Cancer month – selling T-shirts and would like everyone to wear on October 16, 2015 and fire department also selling shirts.  3.  AT&T building coming along.  Mustain’s property coming along also with the laying of the block.
4.  Received an e-mail from Port Authority regarding hopefully the new roadway behind Inframetals and possibly naming the road after the late Mayor Warren (Warren’s Way).
5.  Talked to Ms. Riffe regarding the Riffe building and she would like to have an answer by November 1, 2015.  Land and buildings committee will meet this Thursday at 4:00 p.m. to discuss further.  6.  He, Mr. Blume, Theda and Lana have met a few times regarding the new income tax ordinance that is required by the state to be updated.  Theda will discuss later.  
6.  A meeting will be held with US Bank at 9:30 a.m. tomorrow regarding the bank fees.  Everyone welcome.  Mr. Fetty stated this came about because he had contacted two other banks regarding the fees and they seemed to be cheaper.  He called Stephanie with US Bank and she stated they would be glad to review the charges.  7.  We received our salt settlement of $534.40.  8.  Flood pumps supplemental loan for Phase I and Phase II kind of hit a snag since federal money is being used to finance the loan, contractors have to abide by the Davis-Bacon Law which means prevailing wages and benefits must be paid.  He contacted the two contractors that bid and one got back to him and reported the bid now is $126,000 and not $92,000.  Have not heard from the other contractor.  Another contractor has been contacted. Hope to know more this month from OWDA and DEFA to find out if we will receive the loan.  Insurance company is still involved and would like to be there when the pumps are pulled.  
9.  Reminded council that they still need to appoint two members to the Empire Reinvestment Zone Committee.  Hope they could appoint by the next meeting.  10.  Tree fell on Glenwood Avenue behind Steve Jenkins’s home.  We do not own the property but the large tree is in a waterway that is blocked.  Mr. Hamilton presented to council a picture of the tree.  Mr. Charles Williams owns the property where the tree was.  Estimate from Custom Tree Service to remove the tree is $3,500.  Option would be for the village to have done and try to get reimbursement from his insurance or we may be taking a chance if we let it go and possibly have an overflow to homes on Glenwood Avenue.  Mr. Blume stated the property owner and his insurance should be contacted.  Mr. Williams stated this seems to be a big project and is asking direction from council as to which way to go.  Further discussion was held and again Mr. Blume advised letter be mailed ASAP to land owner.  Mayor stated the company could start tomorrow.  Mr. Payton made a motion to allow village to have Custom Tree Service to remove the tree at a cost of not more than $3,500 and the letter be sent to land owner.  Mr. Imes seconded the motion.   All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 5-0.  11.  Presented mayor’s court report for September 2015.  Mr. Fetty made a motion to accept and file the report.  Mr. Mills seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 5-0.  

Lana Loper, Clerk – none

Justin Blume, Legal Counsel – if council would like to be updated on few things and executive session would need to be held.  

Steve Hamilton, Village Administrator – 1.  Service department has used about 22 ton of cold patch in alley and street.  Have about 3-4 ton left.  Mowing is being done today and may be last of the year.  2. Presented report from Mark Sneve showing the three options for the Village for bidding and award of Phase 3 project.   Conference call was held last with the Corps and our engineer.   The three options were:  1. Held bid today 2.  Change bid date to December 6  or 
3.  Cancel bid and re-advertise for early 2016 bid date.  He and mayor discussed and decided to go with option 3 and one reason being that in 2016 the Village is at the top of the list for principal forgiveness.  Another reason if we would have broken ground and ran into some pollution it could have killed the job.  Now EPA is doing the study for nothing.  There will be more advertisement cost.  This does not bother the OWDA loan for the pumps.  3.  Reviewed the RCAP report.  Received the $40,000 and will pay back to the General Fund.  Report showed we own about 30 miles of sewer lines.  4.  Attended the Bob Walton 5K Run on Saturday.  There were about 40 people in attendance.  5.  Presented a flyer regarding bed bugs.  Received phone calls from the schools reporting there is a problem.  Discussion was held how to mark when mattresses, etc are set out for garbage that do contain bed bugs.  Stated he has already starting to bill residents with excessive trash.  Mayor stated this could be referred to Laws Committee.  6.  Reported the ground breaking for the gas company will be held Thursday, October 15, 2015 at 10:30 a.m.  
   
Theda Aldridge, Income Tax Director –1.  Presented tax report for September 2015.  Mr. Fetty made a motion to accept and file the report.  Mr. Imes seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 5-0.  2.  Theda reviewed the new municipal income tax rules and regulations that the committee has edited.  There are two (2) decisions that the committee would like council to decide.  One of them would consider mandatory filing and the other would be if the three members of the local board of tax review must be domiciled in the village.  Mayor explained this has been mandated by the state and the tax committee made changes pending approval of council.  Also Mr. Blume stated the committee did spend several hours trying to get through the editing and ask any questions if any.  Another item has been added would be the landlord report.  Both issues were discussed with the pros and cons of each.  After discussion, Mr. Fetty made a motion for option 2 which states that members of the board of tax review may be domiciled but the appointing authority may consider membership from individuals who are not domiciled within the municipality.  
Mr. Imes seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 5-0.  Mr. Mills made a motion not to require mandatory filing.  Mr. Imes seconded the motion.  Four members of council (Imes, Mills, Payton, Raike) voting ayes, one member (Fetty voted nay). Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-1.  Mr. Mills made a motion to bring in the tax ordinance for the next meeting.  Mr. Payton seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 5-0.  

Darrold Clark, Chief of Police – 1.  Presented report dated October 1, 2015.  Mr. Fetty made a motion to accept and file the report.  Mr. Mills seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 5-0.  

John Williams, Fire Chief – 1.  Thanked Lana and Theda for helping him getting the reports in for the grant money.  2.  Training was held last week with Air Evac, CPR training and auto execrating was held.  

Reports of Chairman of Committees:

Jon Mills, Finance and Wages – reported committee met on September 15 at 5:00 p.m. He reported the committee met to discuss verbiage in the Master Pay Ordinance 56-2014.  The word trainee in both sections in the police and fire would be changed to Firefighter 1 or Patrolman 1 and other wordage from fireman to firefighter 2 and patrolman to patrolman 2.  Other wordage was also discussed.  Mr. Payton made a motion to accept and file the report.  Mr. Fetty seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 5-0.  Mr. Mills made a motion to change the words in the master pay ordinance.  Further discussion was held regarding this ordinance was held and council ending up not deciding as to what the changes should be, Mr. Mills made a motion to table this discussion of the new ordinance until next meeting.  Mr. Imes seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 5-0.

An ordinance was read appropriating and transferring various funds of the village and declaring an emergency.  Mr. Mills made a motion to amend the ordinance to include $1500 for the tree removal and to appropriate $1,000 in the Fire Initiative.  Mr. Payton seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 5-0.  Mr. Mills moved the rules requiring an ordinance or resolution of a general or permanent nature involving the expenditure of money be read on three separate dates be suspended.  Mr. Payton seconded the motion.  The roll was called.   The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 5.  Mr. Mills made a motion to adopt Ordinance No. 28-2015.  Mr. Payton seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 5.  

Third reading was given to an ordinance authorizing the establishment of signage at the corner of Oak Street and Harrisonville Avenue.  Mr. Mills made a motion to adopt Ordinance No. 29-2015.  Mr. Payton seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 4 (Mills, Payton, Raike, Imes) nays – 1 (Fetty) 

First reading was given to a resolution authorizing the payment of $5,000 to the Southern Ohio Port Authority and declaring an emergency.  Mr. Payton moved the rules requiring an ordinance or resolution of a general or permanent nature involving the expenditure of money be read on three separate dates be suspended.  Mr. Imes seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 5.  Mr. Payton made a motion to adopt Resolution 18-2015.  Mr. Mills seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 5.  

A resolution was read authorizing the repayment of an advance to the General Fund from the Sanitary Sewer Fund and declaring an emergency.  Mr. Mills moved the rules requiring an ordinance or resolution of a general or permanent nature involving the expenditure of money be read on three separate dates be suspended.  Mr. Imes seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 5.  Mr. Imes made a motion to adopt Resolution 19-2015.  Mr. Payton seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 5.

Commended Legion Post 622 with how the flag burning ceremony went.  Also impresses with Steve’s comments to the students.
