	Reading on communications:  Mr. Fetty read his letter regarding the tennis courts grant from the Ohio Nature Works Grant Program in the amount of $67,165.00.  Reported there now would be about $85,000 total with donations received.  He reported he was elated!!!!  Everyone congratulated him on the project. 
	Capt. Goins presented a request to purchase a records management program for the police department in the amount of $1170.00 called Docodile.  Mayor Williams stated this request would go to the finance committee for review.  
	Presented a proposal from Johnny Steele regarding an auction of village property.  Mayor Williams asks if council would like to have this year or next year.  This year’s dates available would be November 21 or December 12, 2015.  Discussion was held and Mr. Payton made a motion to allow Johnny Steele to have the auction on the December 12th.    Mr. Patrick seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 5.

William Williams, Mayor – 1. Condolences to Johnny Steele on the loss of his mother.  2.  Ribbon cutting for the AT&T building will be the first week of December.  Dr. DePugh ribbon cutting will be soon.  3.  Met with Sandy Mers, Superintendent with South Central Ohio Educational Service Center and signed a contract where the community center would be the center for their lockdown.  May be a trial run this spring.  4.  Talked to Chief Clark and Captain Goins about dispatcher training.  Signed up all dispatchers for the class but was cancelled until January.  5.  John Bennett with the BMV office was recognized by the state of Ohio with the Customer Service Award.  6.  Started working with the Breakfast with Santa which will be held on December 5.  Also talked to Kyle Signs for sign for the breakfast and signs also for James Warren Park.  Asked council to drive by the park and by the next meeting to decide where they could be located and what they would like for them to say.  7.  Allards has started taking their signs down regarding the construction.  Mr. Hamilton stated more striping would be completed in the spring.  8. Asked Mr. Hamilton to call AEP regarding more lighting at Walmart.

Reported the village received principal forgiveness through Corps of Engineers in the amount of $1,277.000 for phase 3 and phase 4 combined sewer overflow improvements.  11.  Officer Mullins has left employment with the village and wanted to thank everyone.  Mr. Raike made a motion to accept and file the resignation of Officer Mullins.  Mr. Imes seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 5.   12.  Talked to Chief Clark about advertising for a new officer and also Theda will be retiring by the end of December and also will advertise for a new tax director.   13.  Presented mayor’s court report for October.  Mr. Payton made a motion to accept and file the report.  Mr. Raike seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 5-0.

Justin Blume, Legal Counsel – reported an executive session will be needed tonight.  Reported the title search on the Riffe building came back clear and the deed is complete.  Taxes are prorated and their portion has been paid.  

Steve Hamilton, Village Administrator – 1.    Signed an agreement with Strand.  Dealing with federal money Strand has to do a study of pollution.  2.  Phase 2 is complete.  Phase 1 is complete except televising and cleaning of West Avenue and Rhodes Avenue.  3.  Agreement has been signed with Hydomax.  4.  Dr. DePugh building will be 53 x 80 x 8ft. deep and clay will be used. Will be completed by May.  5.  Reported the village has been able to receive $3.5 million dollars in principal forgiveness money, $75,000 in kind money and close to $700,000 reimbursement corps money, plus the grant Mr. Fetty worked on.  Will ask for more principal monies next year for clay lines.  6.  Mayor has been working with Traveler’s Insurance regarding the pumps.
