Got a job scope of the pumps and hopefully next couple of weeks they will start pulling one of the pumps.  When river hits 30 ft. water starts going in there.  This is a timing issue.  Reported to Mr. Blume they are drawing up a contract per pump.  2.  Thanked service, police and fire department with their help on the power outage.  3.  Groundbreaking for Columbia Gas has been changed from 10:00 a.m. to 12:00 noon tomorrow.  4.  Will be hiring an new dispatcher, Becky Howe a New Boston graduate.  5. 	Reading of Ordinances and Resolutions

An ordinance was read appropriating and transferring various funds of the village and declaring an emergency.  Mr. Fetty moved the rules requiring an ordinance or resolution of a general or permanent nature involving the expenditure of money be read on three separate dates be suspended.  Mr. Mills seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 6-0.   Mr. Fetty made a motion to adopt Ordinance No. 37-2015.  Mr. Mills seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 6.  

An ordinance was read to approve then and now certificates in excess of $3,000 payments and declaring an emergency.  Mr. Payton moved the rules requiring an ordinance or resolution of a general or permanent nature involving the expenditure of money be read on three separate dates be suspended.  Mr. Fetty seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 6-0.  Mr. Mills made a motion to adopt Ordinance No. 38-2015.  Mr. Payton seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 6.  

Second reading was given to an ordinance amending section 131.02 of the codified ordinances of the Village of New Boston to amend the maximum number of police department employees and their rank. An ordinance was read amending section 133.04 of the codified ordinances of the Village of New Boston to amend the maximum number of fire department employees and their rank.  Mr. Raike made a motion for the second reading.  Mr. Mills seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 6-0.

An ordinance was read establishing a “Village Master Pay Ordinance” and repealing Ordinance No. 56-2014.  Mr. Fetty made a motion for the second reading.  Mr. Payton seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 6-0.  

An ordinance was read authorizing a contract for services with Certified Operations and Maintenance from January 1, 2016 until December 31, 2016 authorizing the Village Administrator to execute said contract on behalf of the Village of New Boston.  Mr. Fetty made a motion to amend the contract to read $500.00 per month.  Mr. Raike seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 6-0.  Mr. Mills made a motion for the second reading.  Mr. Raike seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 6-0.
