MINUTES
NEW BOSTON VILLAGE COUNCIL
January 5, 2016

	Mr. Williams stated the 2016 Organizational meeting would be held before the regular council meeting with the following on the agenda:  elected officials would take oaths, elect president pro tem, committee appointments and set days and time for meetings for 2016.  

	The Organizational meeting was called to order at 6:32 p.m.  The roll was called with the following members of council being present:  Mr. Fetty, Mr. Steele, Mr. Payton, Mr. Mills, Mr. Imes and Mr. Patrick.  

	Mr. Williams presented council members with his committee appointments.  Next, Mr. Ralph Imes swore in for council, Mr. Payton, Mr. Fetty, Mr. Mills and Mr. Steele, Mayor Williams, and Clerk/treasurer Mrs. Loper.  Mr. Mills made a motion to set the 1st and 3rd Tuesday at 6:30 p.m. as the day and time for the meetings.  Mr. Fetty seconded the motion.  Roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 6.  Mr. Williams stated the president pro tem would now be voted on.  Mr. Patrick nominated Mr. Fetty.  Mr. Steele seconded the motion.  
Mr. Imes nominated Mr. Payton.  Mr. Mills seconded the motion.  With no further nominations Mr. Williams explained the process of voting if council agrees was to vote by secret ballot.  
Mr. Mills made a motion for the secret ballot voting.  Mr. Patrick seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 6-0.  The ballots were read out loud with the voting results being:  Mr. Fetty – 3 (Steele, Patrick, and Fetty) Mr. Payton – 3 (Mills, Imes, and Payton).  Since the vote was a tie for President Pro Tem, Mr. Williams was required to break the tie.  He stated both gentlemen were good candidates.  Mr. Payton has been president pro tem for the last six months and has done a good job.  Discussed about rotating the position and is tough to decide but he voted for Mr. Fetty.  Therefore, Mr. Fetty would be the President Pro Tem for 2016.

	Mr. Mills made a motion to conclude the organizational meeting.  Mr. Patrick seconded the motion. All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried.  

	Regular session of New Boston Village council was called to order at 6:45 p.m. William D. Williams, Jr., Mayor presided over the meeting.  The roll was called with the following members of council being present: Mr. Fetty, Mr. Steele, Mr. Payton, Mr. Mills, Mr. Imes and Mr. Patrick.

Mr. Mills made a motion to accept and file the minutes from December 15 and December 28, 2015.  Mr. Fetty would like to add in the December 15 minutes that Mr. Steele conducted the auction at no cost to the village and would like to thank him for helping the village.  Mr. Mills made a motion to accept the amended minutes.  Mr. Steele seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 6-0.

	Reading on communications:  Read a letter from himself to council appointing Samuel Craft to the position of Sergeant with the New Boston Police Department on a one (1) year probationary period beginning January 6, 2016.  Ask council for a motion to confirm the appointment.  Mr. Steele made a motion for the appointment.  Mr. Mills seconded the motion. The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 6.  

	Reports of: 

William Williams, Mayor – 1.  Welcomed Lori and Johnnie to their first meeting in their new positions.  2.  Big story in the village has been the fire on Oak Street.  Thanked Josh Carver, Bryan Jordan and Steve Hamilton for being first on the scene.  Unfortunately she did pass away a few days later but their actions were nothing short of heroic.  Also thanked the fire department for their job and were on the scene within four minutes along with firefighters from Portsmouth.  Citizens also on the scene and helped out greatly.  Reported he attended the funeral for Mrs. Law this afternoon and spoke to her son who wanted to thank everyone.  Becky Phipps was working dispatch and did a fine job.  Reported he is still waiting on the fire Marshall’s report.  Businesses, employees and residents are making donations to Russ Horsley’s (village employee) family whose house was also lost.  Mr. Steele asked if the village has an ordinance regarding houses that have been destroyed in fires.  Mr. Williams reported yes there is an ordinance for this situation and the insurance is required to send the village money to hold until house is torn down or repaired.  Discussion was held regarding more firemen and mutual aid with Portsmouth.  3.  Thanked everyone with the help with the toy delivery, wrapping and the school for the donation for food baskets which were delivered.  4.  Again thanked Theda for her service and also reported Triston Bravo has put in her letter of resignation.  5.  Records retention met on December 27, 2015 and will meet again with department heads on January 29, 2016 to continue getting the records retention up to date.  6. Mr. Mills made a motion to accept and file the reports.  Mr. Imes seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 6-0.  

Darrold Clark, Chief of Police –presented report dated December 31, 2015.  Mr. Mills made a motion to accept and file the report.  Mr. Imes seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 6-0.  Also thanked mayor and council for the appointment of Samuel Craft.  

John Williams, Fire Chief – sent condolences to the Law family.  Still waiting on the report from the state fire Marshall.  Thanked Carver, Jordan and Hamilton.  People putting their life on the line are definitely heroes.  Also thanked Logan Copley and Kyle Cline who were on duty that night and the Portsmouth fire department for their quick response.

Vonald Patrick, Lands, Parks and Recreation – none but also will have meeting soon.

Dan Fetty, Economic and Business Development – feels there has been an early start of getting things together.  Have discussed plans with Mr. Payton and Mr. Steele.  Hope to get information on the web site and working on a book.

		Reading of Ordinances and Resolutions
An ordinance was read to make appropriations for the current expenses and other expenses of the Village of New Boston, Ohio, for twelve months ending December 31, 2016 and declaring an emergency.    Mr. Mills moved the rules requiring an ordinance or resolution of a general or permanent nature involving the expenditure of money be read on three separate dates be suspended.  Mr. Patrick seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 6.  Mr. Mills made a motion to adopt Ordinance No. 1-2016.  Mr. Patrick seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 6.  

Third reading was given to an ordinance amending section 131.02 of the codified ordinances of the Village of New Boston to amend the maximum number of police department employees and their rank.  Mr. Mills made a motion to adopt Ordinance No. 2-2016.  Mr. Fetty seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 6.  

An ordinance was read amending section 133.04 of the codified ordinances of the Village of New Boston to amend the maximum number of fire department employees and their rank.  Mr. Mills made a motion to adopt Ordinance No. 3-2016.  Mr. Imes seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 6.  

An ordinance was read establishing a “Village Master Pay Ordinance” and repealing Ordinance No. 56-2014.  Mr. Mills moved the rules requiring an ordinance or resolution of a general or permanent nature involving the expenditure of money be read on three separate dates be suspended.  Mr. Imes seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 6-0.  Mr. Mill made a motion to adopt Ordinance No. 4-2016.  Mr. Patrick seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 6 .  

An ordinance was read authorizing a contract for services with Certified Operations and Maintenance from January 1, 2016 until December 31, 2016 authorizing the Village Administrator to execute said contract on behalf of the Village of New Boston.  Mr. Mills moved the rules requiring an ordinance or resolution of a general or permanent nature involving the expenditure of money be read on three separate dates be suspended.  Mr. Fetty seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 6-0.  Mr. Mills made a motion to adopt Ordinance No. 5-2016.  Mr. Fetty seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 6.
