	Reading on communications:  Received a letter from Mr. & Mrs. Burke, owners of the old Wells home, thanking everyone for fixing their drain on their property.  Mayor stated they thought everything was fixed but was not.  Service department has been working hard to resolve the problem.

William Williams, Mayor – 1.  Open checkbook will be on line soon.  Thanked Mr. Payton for representing the village in Portsmouth regarding the open checkbook.  2.  The state of Ohio stated we really don’t need the housing council that was put together for the Empire Community Reinvestment.  Reported a walk through still could be done.  3.  Mr. Payton brought in some flags and was hung in the community room.    4.  Our janitor may be leaving Mature Services for certain reasons and the mayor reported he would like to hire him for about 20 hours a week.  He is such a good worker; we don’t want to lose him.  5.  Presented mayor’s court report for February 2016.  Mr. Fetty made a motion to accept and file.  Mr. Mills seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-0.

Reported he received a call last week from Mr. Bender that there was excessive amount of water running from the hill at the old Wells place.  Reported there is also a large amount of debris which will be cleaned out and the pipes will be televised.  Also there are four different run off problems on Glenwood Avenue.   This problem may be taken care of in phase 3 with the extra money instead of phase.  Mayor stated he and Steve was out on Sunday, the 21st when all the rain hit and identified about 15 hill runoff sights and will be mapped to check and clean.  Tubes were filled up, West Avenue was flooded, and Glenwood Avenue and the Wells place had bad runoffs.   2.  Little League asked if they could put up signs for registrations.  Stated he had no problems with this.  They are doing a good job.  3.  Reported some political signs have been stolen.  Mr. Fetty asked if it was our signs that were posted at the runoff at the corporation line around Collier’s.  Steve stated yes they were ours.  Mayor stated we still need to get with Portsmouth and get this settled.  Further discussion was held regarding the responsibility of the problem.

An ordinance authorizing the Village Administrator to rent four dumpsters from Rumpke Waste, Inc. for the sum of $1,000 for Cleanup Day, to be reimbursed by the Lawrence-Scioto Solid Waste Management District.  Mr. Mills made a motion to amend the ordinance to change Rumpke Waste, Inc. to Coriell’s Bulldog Containers.  Mr. Imes seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-0.  Mr. Mills made a motion for the 1st reading.  Mr. Imes seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-0.  
 
A resolution for a tentative award of construction contract for CSO Improvements Phase 3, Contract 1-2016.  Mr. Mills made a motion for the first reading.  Mr. Patrick seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-0.  

A resolution was read directing the clerk to establish a new fund account, Tennis Court Renovation Fund and declaring an emergency.  Mr. Fetty made a motion for the first reading.  Mr. Mills seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-0.  

Second reading was given ordinance authorizing the execution of contract with TASER International.  Mr. Mills made a motion for the 2nd reading.  Mr. Patrick seconded the motion. All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-0.  

Second reading was given a resolution requesting the county for an advance draw of taxes collected the first half of the year 2016 due the Village of New Boston, Ohio.  Mr. Mills made a motion for the 2nd reading.  Mr. Patrick seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-0.

3rd readings
An ordinance was read appropriating and transferring amounts from the COPS Hiring Program Fund to the General Fund and declaring an emergency.  Mr. Patrick made motion to adopt Ordinance No. 10-2016.  Mr. Mills seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 4.  

A resolution was read authorizing the village solicitor to file a petition with the Court of Common Pleas requesting authority to transfer funds and declaring an emergency.  Mr. Fetty made a motion to adopt Resolution No. 2-2016.  Mr. Patrick seconded the motion. The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 4.  
A resolution was read authorizing the Village of New Boston, OH to apply for, accept, and enter into a water pollution control loan fund agreement on behalf of the Village of New Boston for construction of CSO  mitigation phase 3 project; and designating a dedicated repayment source for the loan.  Mr. Mills made a motion to amend to read on emergency.  Mr. Patrick seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4 – 0.  Mr. Mills made a motion to adopt Resolution No. 3-2016.  Mr. Patrick seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 4.

Mr. Imes – asked about the cost of getting the defibrillator.  Chief Williams stated the costs were presented several meetings ago.  Mayor stated we would look at the costs again of having one in the building.

Mr. Fetty – 1.  Ask if new lights were installed at the Wal-Mart area.  Mayor stated AEP added three new street lights.  2.  Reported large semi-trucks were still turning on Vine Street and somehow the trucks need to be advised to use West Avenue or Ohio Avenue.  3.  Habitat for Humanity is still building on Stanton Avenue.  4.  Development Block Grant will meet on March 8.  The village needs to look at applying for the grant.  5.  Big news – there was a meeting on Thursday at 1:30 p.m. for the pre-construction of the tennis courts.
