William Williams, Mayor – 1.  HD Water still working on the pumps and they are having trouble with the shafts.  Stated this was more of a time thing and not a money thing.  HD will send someone down this week to check out the other pump.  2.  Walked the park with the Little League to scope out what needs to be done.  3.  Went to Flowers Monument to check on the monument for Mayor Warren looking at two items for the park – one sign on the outside and something on the inside of the park.  4.  Having trouble with the internet at the police.  Lost access to Leads and had to call someone in for repair.  Hope to get the safety building and community center updated which would cost about $100 more per month.  5.  Met today with the Scioto County Land Banks.  They are still getting their board members together.  This is moving fast and we need to get our properties together to be ready.  This would get our blighted homes taken care of.  6.  Wish the best to Kirby Lawson and Joe McGraw.  

Lana Loper, Clerk – 1. Reported she has been working with Lauren Bowen to getting the open checkbook on line.  2.  Also reported she will be attending the Local Government conference in Columbus which will include the Public Records Retention meeting.  She state she could represent each council member on their behalf at this meeting if they so desired.  Mr. Patrick made a motion for Mrs. Loper to represent them at the public records meeting for their term of office.  Mr. Imes seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-0.  3.  Presented report for February 2016.  Mr. Imes made a motion to accept and file the report.  Mr. Patrick seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-0.   

Justin Blume, Legal Counsel - absent

Steve Hamilton, Village Administrator – 1.  Got the application for CDBG program.  Had a walk through at the park to get information that needs to be done at the park.  Things that need to be done at the park are: walking trail, a new roof on small press box and dugouts, two steel doors, lights in press box, fencing, electrical system.  He will have all the quotes done by Friday and get turned in.  He will also look at the needs at the Village Square Park.  The money may not be released until summer which means the repairs will not be done in time but the park will be ready by next year.  Mayor reported we are in line for the money and there are no matching funds.  2.  Presented information from ODOT regarding the red lights in the village.  There is a few lights they want removed that have not been removed and in this case we would be liable.  
3.  Reported the H&R Block in New Boston will be hosting an Easter egg hunt in the mall.  Several businesses in that mall are also sponsoring.  Vonald Patrick also reported Cedar Street Church is also having one.     

Mayor also reported he and Steve were looking at a Zero Turn Mower for the park for all the grass cutting that needs to be done.  Could be close to $10,000.  Also looking at tractor for the bush hog.  Also air conditioner unit for the safety building needs to be done before summer.   Council asked that quotes be brought in.   

 Lori Jordan, Income Tax Director – no report

Darrold Clark, Chief of Police – presented report dated March 10, 2016.  Mr. Payton made a motion to accept and file the report.  Mr. Patrick seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-0.  

John Williams, Fire Chief – 1.  Called Biggie Door today and getting estimates for the door.  Will get price quote tomorrow.  2.  Had inspections today on SCBA’s.  The rubber part on the masks is starting to dry rot.  The masks are 10 years old and replacement of the rubber need to be replaced at a cost of about $250 each.   There are additional monies being appropriated tonight on the ordinance.   3.  Donated $100.00 from the Fire Imitative to the Mighty Milers at the school.  


Reports of Chairman of Committees:

Jon Mills, Finance and Wages – absent – but his written report from meeting held on February 25, 2016 was presented.  Mr. Fetty made a motion to accept and file the report.  Mr. Imes seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-0.

Johnnie Steele, Flood & Sewage – absent

Mike Payton, Laws and Claims – 1.  Presented report from meeting from March 9, 2016.  He reported the committee discussed the various ordinances pertaining to Chapter 505, Animals and Fowl.  This included the need for clarification on the protocol for handling complaints involving dogs and other animals.  Mr. Blume suggested the police department be called they would check to see if the dog is register with the county.  If not, they should be cited to mayor’s court.  Also discussed was the registration program, setting limits to number of dogs per household, kennels the disposition of animals hit by vehicles on the street.  Mr. Fetty made a motion to accept and file the report.  Mr. Patrick seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-0.  Another meeting was set for Wednesday, March 30 at 10:00 a.m. regarding the signage ordinances and garbage.

1st readings

An ordinance was read transferring and appropriating amounts in the various funds of the village and declaring an emergency.  Mr. Payton made a motion for the first reading.  Mr. Fetty seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-0.  

3rd readings
An ordinance authorizing the Village Administrator to rent four dumpsters from Coriell Bulldog Containers for the sum of $1,000 for Cleanup Day, to be reimbursed by the Lawrence-Scioto Solid Waste Management District.  Mr. Payton made a motion to adopt Ordinance No. 12-2016.    Mr. Patrick seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-0.  
 
A resolution for a tentative award of construction contract for CSO Improvements Phase 3, Contract 1-2016.  Mr. Fetty made a motion to adopt Resolution No. 6-2016.  Mr. Patrick seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-0.  

A resolution was read directing the clerk to establish a new fund account, Tennis Court Renovation Fund.  Mr. Fetty made a motion to adopt Resolution No. 7-2016.   
Mr. Patrick seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-0.  

2nd readings

An ordinance was read authorizing the issuance of a permit to the Autism Project of Southern Ohio to solicit charitable contributions from occupants of motor vehicles on a highway pursuant to a permit to be issued by the clerk at the direction council.  Mr. Payton made a motion for the second reading.  Mr. Patrick seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-0.  

An ordinance was read authorizing the issuance of a permit to the Challenger League to solicit charitable contributions from occupants of motor vehicles on a highway pursuant to a permit to be issued by the clerk at the direction of council.  Mr. Patrick made a motion for the second reading.  Mr. Payton seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-0.

Mr. Mills – absent

Mr. Fetty – 1.  Asked Steve why the shrubs at the park were cut lower than previous years.  
He stated some residents would like to see them cut to view the park better from the street.  Mr. Fetty also stated some residents would still like to see them in full bloom. 2.  Gas Company has started construction.  3.  Stop in to see Dr. DePugh today and he reported there was a problem with the trusses but working to get that resolved.
