June 27, 2016

	Regular session of the New Boston Village Council was called back to order at 2:00 p.m. from the June 21, 2016 meeting.  Mayor William Williams presided over the meeting.  The roll was called with the following member of council being present:  Mr. Mills, Mr. Imes, Mr. Steele, Mr. Payton and Mr. Patrick.

	Mr. Mills made a motion to go into executive session for employee discipline.  Mr. Payton seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 5.

	Regular session was called back to order at 2:50 p.m.  The roll was called with the following members being present:  Mr. Payton, Mr. Imes, Mr. Mills, Mr. Patrick and Mr. Steele.  

	Mr. Payton made a motion to affirm the recommendation of Chief Clark and Mayor Williams to remove the sergeant strips from Josh Carver and to reinstate him as police officer with the Village of New Boston.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 5.  Chief Clark asked for a letter from council to present to Mr. Carver.

	Reports of: 

William Williams, Mayor – 1.  Audit is complete but has not been released yet.  Received some good reviews and they hope to come back to do the next audit.  A few adjustments did have to be made.  2.  Asbestos is out of the Riffe building and the back building is down. Mr. Hamilton did report there is an offer of $50,000.  They have not toured the building and this is just a fast offer.  Discussion was held regarding the first steps to sell the building.  Many details are yet to come.  3.  Reported one pump has been completed and installed.  The final bill is about $40,000 (double to what was expected).  This make the total cost of about $85,000.  He was disappointed with the costs.  Next one it will be a hard dollar bid.  Papers have been signed and will be sent to FEMA.  Certification of pumps and floodwall was discussed as well as the other pump that needs repaired.

An ordinance was read amending Section 951.02 of the codified ordinances of the Village of New Boston.  (Trash truck fees increasing)  Mr. Mills moved to adopt Ordinance No. 32-2016.  Mr. Steele seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 5-0.  

An ordinance was read amending Section 951.04 of the codified ordinances of the Village of New Boston.  (Handles on trash cans)  Mr. Mills moved to adopt Ordinance No. 33-2016.  Mr. Patrick seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 5-0.

An ordinance was read amending Section 951.05 of the codified ordinances of the Village of New Boston.  (Adds paragraph to only allow to take out trash 24 hours prior to trash pickup)  Mr. Mills moved to adopt Ordinance No. 34-2016.  Mr. Patrick seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 5-0.

An ordinance was read amending Section 951.06 of the codified ordinances of the Village of New Boston.  (Change fees for trash pickup up to $250)  Mr. Mills moved to adopt Ordinance No. 35-2016.  Mr. Patrick seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 5-0.  

An ordinance was read authorizing the execution of contract with Toole & Associates.  Mr. Mills made a motion to table the ordinance until they could come and talk to council.  Mr. Patrick seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the ordinance tabled.  

2nd Readings
An ordinance was read adopting the budget for the Village of New Boston, Ohio for the fiscal year 2017.  Mr. Mills made a motion for the 2nd reading.  Mr. Patrick seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 5-0.  

1st readings
An ordinance was read transferring and appropriating amounts in the various funds of the village and declaring an emergency.  Mr. Mills made a motion to amend the ordinance to correct the section numbers.  Mr. Patrick seconded the motion.  All members concurring, 
Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 5-0.  Mr. Mills moved the rules requiring an ordinance r resolution of a general or permanent nature involving the expenditure of money be read on three separate dates be suspended.  Mr. Patrick seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 5.  Mr. Mill moved to adopt Ordinance No. 36-2016.  Mr. Patrick seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 5.  

An ordinance was read transferring an appropriating amounts in the Police Disability Fund and declaring and emergency.  Mr. Mill moved the rules requiring an ordinance or resolution of a general or permanent nature involving the expenditure of money be read on three separate dates be suspended.  Mr. Patrick seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 5.  Mr. Mills moved to adopt Ordinance No. 37-2016.  Mr.  Patrick seconded the motion. A resolution was read to adopt the Solid Waste Management Plan for the Lawrence-Scioto Solid Waste Management District and declaring an emergency.  Mr. Mill moved the rules requiring an ordinance or resolution of a general or permanent nature involving the expenditure of money be read on three separate dates be suspended.  Mr. Patrick seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 5-0.  Mr. Mills moved the adopt Resolution No. 12-2016.  Mr. Patrick seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are follows:  ayes – 5.

Mr. Steele – 1.  Stated he wasn’t happy about the way AEP handled the outage that will take place this week.  He thinks the village should write a letter to them.  2.  Asked further questions about the sale of the Riffe building.  Mayor explained we are just in the first stages and no deals have been made.  The village will have to check into the date it would become eligible for sale since it was a donated property.  3.  Asked about Mr. Blume’s position and benefits with the Village of New Boston.  Mayor explained he was hired as part time solicitor a few years ago through council.  The village also pays 14% into PERS for Mr. Blume and reported he is not eligible for any other benefits since it is a part time position.  Mr. Steele stated for years the solicitor was by contract only and not a hired position.

Mr. Payton – 1.  Congratulated Mrs. Loper on a good audit report.  2.  Made a motion to bring in an ordinance to change the verbiage of 1321.02A&B, 1321.03A, 1321.04A,B&C and 1321.06 from “Building Officer” to “Code Enforcement Officer”.  Mr. Steele asked Mr. Hamilton if he was certified through the state of Ohio.  Mr. Hamilton stated he was.  Mr. Imes seconded the motion.  Four members (Payton, Imes, Patrick, Mills) concurring, and one (Steele) abstaining, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-1.  Mr. Payton asked that Mr. Blume look into the camper ordinance within the village.  Mr. Payton also made a motion to bring in an ordinance to amend section 557.05 to read three days for grass cutting instead of seven days and also to change the notice to destroy weeds, etc. from 10 days of receipt of notice to 5 days.  Mr. Mills seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 5-0.  

Mr. Williams reported the village will provide a dinner to employees on Friday at 11:30 a.m. to reward employees for the safety award from BWC.  Council members are invited.  
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There being no further business, Mr. Mills made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 4:00 p.m.  Mr. Payton seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 5-0.
