MINUTES
NEW BOSTON VILLAGE COUNCIL
August 2, 2016

		
	Regular session of New Boston Village council was called to order at 6:40 p.m. William D. Williams, Jr., Mayor presided over the meeting.  The roll was called with the following members of council being present:  Mr. Steele, Mr. Payton, Mr. Patrick and Mr. Imes. 

	Mr. Steele made a motion to excuse the absent members, Mr. Mills and Mr. Fetty.  
Mr. Imes seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-0.  

	Pledge of allegiance/silent prayer

Mr. Patrick made a motion to accept and file the minutes from June 21, 2016.  
Mr. Steele seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 5-0.  

	Reports from citizens or visitors:  Adam Phillips – SOPA – reported to council at the last board meeting they contracted with Howerton Engineering to survey the property at Bob Walton Industrial Park to provide clarity.  Also gave an update on the Land Bank stating they identified 57 properties that made it onto the initial listing due in September.  There were 6 in New Boston.  Another plan they are working on focuses on industrial development sites and they have identified nine industrial sites in the county and will notify the County Commissioners in the near future of their suggestions.  Also tomorrow is the open house of the Scioto Veterans Highway from 4:00 p.m. to 6:00 p.m.

	Kevin W. Johnson, Portsmouth Councilman – reported the County Commission continues to interfere with SOPA and knows the Chairman is upset with those interferences.  If anyone attended that last Land Bank meeting they would know the only thing they accomplished was doing the letterhead.  That was it.  Only two more meetings will be held before the report is due on September 2.  He looked on line to see what was qualified from the state and this is an extensive requirement and not one report has been filed.  He is very concerned that if they fail the city would fail.  Must join with the county to get things done and this is major concern for SOPA and the Land Bank.  SOPA was recommended to do the Land Bank but the Scioto County has appointed four other unnamed individuals.  Mayor Williams thanked him for coming and sharing the information.  
	Mr. William Toole – Toole and Associates – Mayor reported Mr. Toole was here for any questions that council may have.  There is a third reading tonight for a contract with Toole and Associates to handle the commercial building permits instead of the state of Ohio.  Mr. Toole explained to council process of what he would be doing.  He reported now anyone building for commercial purposes would have to go to the state to get all permits and plans examined.  With the change now anyone would bring the plans to the village office, pays fee to the village and Toole would review the plans and permits as a third party agency.  The revenue stream would stay in the community.  They offer next day service and have the permits in a timelier manner.  The fees are based on the square footage of the building.  Suggest the fees be the same as Portsmouth, who is using their service also.  They have twenty five jurisdictions so far.  The village would keep any fees in excess of their fees and contract could end by either party within a 30 day window.  Council and Mayor thanked Mr. Toole for coming in.  
	
	Presenting and acting on petitions:  none

	Reading on communications: 1. Information was presented regarding the definition of “campers”.  Discussion will be held at the next Laws and Claims meeting.  2.  Letter recommending Bryan Jordan as a permanent full time Village of New Boston patrolman.  Councilman Steele discussed with Mr. Jordan about how he feels working in the village.  
Mr. Jordan stated he has learned a lot since he has been here and does enjoy working with the other officers.  Mr. Payton did state we do have a lot of turnover of officers – some due to rate of pay and for other reasons.  Mayor stated he wants the officers to get to know the community as well as the community to get to know the officers.  Mayor reported the six month review was held and everything was satisfactory.  Mr. Steele made a motion to confirm the appointment of Officer Jordan as a full time patrolman.  Mr. Imes seconded the motion.  The roll was called.  The voting results are as follows:  ayes – 4.  3.  Presented floodwall information for the certification.  4.  Columbia Gas has their grand opening the other day and was very nice.  5.  Presented a copy of the sign for Mayor Warren to be erected and hope to have a dedication.  6.  Presented resignation of Brittany Carter as dispatcher.  Mr. Payton made a motion to accept and file.  Mr. Imes seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-0.  


	Reports of: 

William Williams, Mayor – 1.  May need to discuss the hiring of a fireman later on.  2.  Court costs may need to be increased a resolution passed approving the increase.  3.  Meeting was held regarding the Collier liquor license.  Mr. Blume will report later.  4.  Would like to get back to have a prerequisite for a physiology testing for new officers that are hired.   Another officer is needed now.  5.  Asked Mr. Patrick to have a Parks and Recreation meeting to discuss the fall schedule of Millbrook Park.  Mr. Patrick set meeting for Friday, August 5 at 10:00 a.m.  
6.  Presented mayor’s court report for July 2016.  Mr. Steele made a motion to accept and file the report.  Mr. Patrick seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-0.  

Lana Loper, Clerk – presented report for June 2016.  Mr. Patrick made a motion to accept and file the report.  Mr. Payton seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-0.  

Justin Blume, Legal Counsel – met with Mr. Edwards regarding the Collier property.  Could not actually have the hearing due to health problems of Mr. Collier.  He reported he talked to Jason Kestor about the update traffic study.  The study was not done since Mr. Mustang did not provide the traffic flow necessary for update.  Mr. Blume state the building was not the problem but the danger to traffic flow.  He stated he was in the process of sending a letter to Mr. Collier letting him know the village could not approve the project unless he could fix the traffic problem.  The expense of the project would be very expensive to also include update on his private drive.  Further discussion was held regarding the liquor license and building project itself.  After discussion, Mr. Imes made a motion to direct Mr. Blume to send a letter to Mr. Collier opposing the project.  Mr. Patrick seconded the motion.  Three members approved – (Imes, Patrick, Payton), one member abstained (Steele).  The motion was carried 3-0-1.  

Steve Hamilton, Village Administrator – 1.  Reported there is a sewer problem on Gallia Street.  It is a mess – has caved in.  Portsmouth is coming up and bringing vac truck and camera to see where the problem is.  May have to have the work subbed out.  2.    Munn’s run is being cleaned out and the guys are doing a good job.  3.  Started hanging several door hangers for grass problems, etc.  4.  Still having trash and rubbish problems.  Some bills have been sent out.  5.  Meeting was held today for pre-construction for Phase 4.  We are getting $870,000 of principal forgiveness money.  Bids have to be in hand by August 18 and September we will get the money for the Phase 4 – Gallia Street, I &I issues in the creek, relining some pipe, rehabbing manholes and catch basin on West Avenue, hill run offs on Glenwood Avenue.  5.  Dump truck at Jenkins that may be an injector pump.  Repairs may cost about $1,600.  Also discussed selling a tractor and bush hog.  Mr. Steele and Mr. Hamilton will get together to discuss the price.  Mr. Payton made a motion for Mr. Hamilton to proceed with the sell.  Mr. Patrick seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-0.  

 Lori Jordan, Income Tax Director – presented report for July 2016.  Mr. Payton made a motion to accept and file the report.  Mr. Imes seconded the motion.  All members concurring, 
Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-0.  

Darrold Clark, Chief of Police – presented report dated July 28, 2016.  Mr. Steele made a motion to accept and file the report.  Mr. Patrick seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Williams declared the motion carried 4-0.  

John Williams, Fire Chief – reported Kyle McCain has accepted a position at the A-Plant fire department.  Has not turned in his resignation yet but it will have be soon and will to hire another fireman.  Discussion was held regarding an extra fireman to help with all the overtime.  Mayor Williams stated he would work with the Fire Chief for the firemen and also look at the money for an extra person.
