Second reading was given to an ordinance authorizing a contract for legal services with Walter C. Lytten, attorney-at-law, from January 1, 2010 until December 31, 2010, and authorizing the Mayor to execute said contract on behalf of the Village of New Boston.

Second reading was given to an ordinance authorizing a contract for services with Certified Operations and Maintenance from January 1, 2010 until December 31, 2010; authorizing the Village Administrator to execute said contract on behalf of the Village of New Boston.  Mr. Mills moved to accept the second reading.  Mr. Payton seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Warren declared the motion carried 6-0.
Second reading was given to an ordinance authorizing the Village Administrator to enter into a contract to provide technical assistance with community and economic development projects and potential projects at the direction of the Village of New Boston with Leighty & Snider, Inc.  Mr. Mills moved to accept the second reading.  Mr. Salyers seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Warren declared the motion carried 6-0.

Second reading was given to an ordinance approving the editing an inclusion of certain ordinances as parts of the various component codes of the codified ordinances of New Boston, Ohio.  Mr. Mills moved to accept the second reading.  Mr. Salyers seconded the motion.  All members concurring, Mr. Warren declared the motion carried 6-0.
An ordinance was read appropriating amounts in the various funds of the Village and declaring an emergency.  Mrs. Newman moved the rules requiring an ordinance or resolution of a general or permanent nature involving the expenditure of money be read on three separate dates be suspended.
